VWho being the brightness of [his] glory, and the express
i mge of his person, and upholding all things by the word
of his power, when he had by hinself purged our sins, sat
down on the right hand of the Majesty on high; Chap. 1,
Verse 3, [HEB].

Bei ng made so nuch better than the angels, as he hath by
i nheritance obtained a nore excellent nane than they.
Chap. 1, Verse 4, [HEB].

For unto which of the angels said he at any tine, Thou art
my Son, this day have | begotten thee? And again, | wll be
to hima Father, and he shall be to ne a Son? Chap. 1,
Verse 5, [ HEB].

And again, when he bringeth in the firstbegotten into the
world, he saith, And let all the angels of God worship him
Chap. 1, Verse 6, [HEB].

And of the angels he saith, Who naketh his angels spirits,
and his mnisters a flane of fire. Chap. 1, Verse 7,
[ HEB] .

But unto the Son [he saith], Thy throne, O God, [is] for
ever and ever: a sceptre of righteousness [is] the sceptre
of thy kingdom Chap. 1, Verse 8, [HEB]

Thou hast | oved righteousness, and hated iniquity;
therefore God, [even] thy God, hath anointed thee with the
oil of gladness above thy fellows. Chap. 1, Verse 9,

And, Thou, Lord, in the beginning hast laid the foundation
of the earth; and the heavens are the works of thine hands:

As he saith also in another [place], Thou [art] a priest
for ever after the order of Melchisedec. Chap. 5, Verse 6,
[ HEB] .

Who in the days of his flesh, when he had offered up
prayers and supplications with strong crying and tears unto
himthat was able to save himfromdeath, and was heard in
that he feared; Chap. 5, Verse 7, [HEB]

Though he were a Son, yet |earned he obedi ence by the
t hi ngs which he suffered; Chap. 5, Verse 8, [HEB].

And bei ng made perfect, he becane the author of eternal
salvation unto all themthat obey him Chap. 5, Verse 9,
[ HEB] .

Call ed of God an high priest after the order of
Mel chi sedec. Chap. 5, Verse 10, [ HEB].

O whom we have many things to say, and hard to be
uttered, seeing ye are dull of hearing. Chap. 5, Verse 11
[ HEB] .

For when for the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have
need that one teach you again which [be] the first
principles of the oracles of God; and are beconme such as
have need of mlk, and not of strong neat. Chap. 5, Verse
12, [HEB].

For every one that useth mlk [is] unskilful in the word
of righteousness: for he is a babe. Chap. 5, Verse 13,
[ HEB] .

But strong neat belongeth to themthat are of full age,
[ even] those who by reason of use have their senses
exercised to discern both good and evil.

O the doctrine of baptisnms, and of |aying on of hands,
and of resurrection of the dead, and of eternal judgnent.

And this will we do, if God permt. Chap. 6, Verse 3,

enl i ghtened, and have tasted of the heavenly gift, and were
made partakers of the Holy Ghost, Chap. 6, Verse 4, [HEB].

And have tasted the good word of God, and the powers of
the world to cone, Chap.

If they shall fall away, to renew them again unto
repent ance; seeing they crucify to thenselves the Son of
God afresh, and put [him to an open shane.

Whither the forerunner is for us entered, [even] Jesus,
made an high priest for ever after the order of
Mel chi sedec.

For this Ml chisedec, king of Salem priest of the nost
hi gh God, who net Abrahamreturning fromthe slaughter of
t he kings, and bl essed him Chap. 7, Verse 1, [HEB].

To whom al so Abraham gave a tenth part of all; first being
by interpretation King of righteousness, and after that
al so King of Salem which is, King of peace; Chap. 7,
Verse 2, [HEB].

Wthout father, w thout nother, w thout descent, having
nei t her begi nning of days, nor end of life; but made |ike
unto the Son of God; abideth a priest continually. Chap.



7, Verse 3, [HEB].

Now consi der how great this man [was], unto whom even the
patriarch Abraham gave the tenth of the spoils. Chap. 7,
Verse 4, [HEB].

And verily they that are of the sons of Levi, who receive
the office of the priesthood, have a commandnent to take
tithes of the people according to the law, that is, of
their brethren, though they conme out of the |oins of
Abraham  Chap. 7, Verse 5, [HEB].

But he whose descent is not counted fromthemreceived
tithes of Abraham and bl essed himthat had the prom ses.
Chap. 7, Verse 6, [HEB].

And without all contradiction the less is blessed of the
better. Chap. 7, Verse 7, [HEB].

And here nen that die receive tithes; but there he
[receiveth then], of whomit is witnessed that he Iiveth.
Chap. 7, Verse 8, [HEB].

And as | may so say, Levi also, who receiveth tithes,
payed tithes in Abraham Chap. 7, Verse 9, [HEB].

For he was yet in the |oins of his father, when
Mel chi sedec nmet him Chap. 7, Verse 10, [HEB]

If therefore perfection were by the Levitical priesthood,
(for under it the people received the |law,) what further
need [was there] that another priest should rise after the
order of Mel chisedec, and not be called after the order of
Aaron? Chap. 7, Verse 11, [HEB].

For the priesthood being changed, there is nade of
necessity a change also of the law. Chap. 7, Verse 12,
[ HEB] .

For he of whomthese things are spoken pertaineth to
anot her tribe, of which no nman gave attendance at the
altar. Chap. 7, Verse 13, [HEB].

For [it is] evident that our Lord sprang out of Juda; of
whi ch tri be Mbses spake nothing concerning priesthood.
Chap. 7, Verse 14, [HEB].



And it is yet far nore evident: for that after the
simlitude of Ml chisedec there ariseth another priest,
Chap. 7, Verse 15, [HEB].

Who is nade, not after the |l aw of a carnal commandnent,
but after the power of an endless life. Chap. 7, Verse 16,
[ HEB] .

For he testifieth, Thou [art] a priest for ever after the
order of Melchisedec. Chap. 7, Verse 17, [HEB].

For there is verily a disannulling of the commandnent
goi ng before for the weakness and unprofitabl eness thereof.
Chap. 7, Verse 18, [HEB].

For the | aw made nothing perfect, but the bringing in of a
better hope [did]; by the which we draw nigh unto God.
Chap. 7, Verse 19, [HEB].

And i nasnmuch as not without an oath [he was nade priest]:
Chap. 7, Verse 20, [HEB].

(For those priests were nade without an oath; but this
wth an oath by himthat said unto him The Lord sware and
will not repent, Thou [art] a priest for ever after the
order of Melchisedec:) Chap. 7, Verse 21, [HEB].

By so nuch was Jesus nade a surety of a better testanent.
Chap. 7, Verse 22, [HEB].

And they truly were nmany priests, because they were not
suffered to conti nue by reason of death: Chap. 7, Verse
23, [HEB].

But this [man], because he continueth ever, hath an
unchangeabl e priesthood. Chap. 7, Verse 24, [HEB]

Wherefore he is able also to save themto the utternost
that come unto God by him seeing he ever liveth to nmake
intercession for them Chap. 7, Verse 25, [HEB].

For such an high priest became us, [who is] holy,
harm ess, undefiled, separate from sinners, and nade hi gher
t han the heavens; Chap. 7, Verse 26, [HEB].

Who needeth not daily, as those high priests, to offer up
sacrifice, first for his own sins, and then for the



people's: for this he did once, when he offered up hinself.
Chap. 7, Verse 27, [HEB].

For the | aw maketh men high priests which have infirmty;
but the word of the oath, which was since the |aw, [ maketh]
the Son, who is consecrated for evernore. Chap. 7, Verse
28, [ HEB].

Now of the things which we have spoken [this is] the sum
We have such an high priest, who is set on the right hand
of the throne of the Majesty in the heavens; Chap. 8,
Verse 1, [ HEB].

A mnister of the sanctuary, and of the true tabernacle,
whi ch the Lord pitched, and not man. Chap. 8, Verse 2,
[ HEB] .

For every high priest is ordained to offer gifts and
sacrifices: wherefore [it is] of necessity that this man
have sonewhat also to offer. Chap. 8, Verse 3, [HEB].

For if he were on earth, he should not be a priest, seeing
that there are priests that offer gifts according to the
|aw. Chap. 8, Verse 4, [HEB].

Who serve unto the exanpl e and shadow of heavenly things,
as Moses was adnoni shed of God when he was about to make
the tabernacle: for, See, saith he, [that] thou make all
t hings according to the pattern shewed to thee in the
mount. Chap. 8, Verse 5, [HEB].

But now hath he obtained a nore excellent mnistry, by how
much also he is the nmediator of a better covenant, which
was established upon better prom ses. Chap. 8, Verse 6,

[ HEB] .

For if that first [covenant] had been faultless, then
shoul d no pl ace have been sought for the second. Chap. 8,
Verse 7, [HEB].

For finding fault with them he saith, Behold, the days
cone, saith the Lord, when I will nake a new covenant with
the house of Israel and with the house of Judah: Chap. 8,
Verse 8, [HEB].

Not according to the covenant that | nmade with their
fathers in the day when | took themby the hand to | ead



them out of the |l and of Egypt; because they continued not
in ny covenant, and | regarded themnot, saith the Lord.
Chap. 8, Verse 9, [HEB].

For this [is] the covenant that | wll nmake with the house
of Israel after those days, saith the Lord; I wll put ny
laws into their mnd, and wite themin their hearts: and I
will be to thema God, and they shall be to nme a peopl e:
Chap. 8, Verse 10, [HEB].

And they shall not teach every nman his nei ghbour, and
every man his brother, saying, Know the Lord: for all shal
know ne, fromthe least to the greatest. Chap. 8, Verse
11, [HEB].

For I will be nerciful to their unrighteousness, and their
sins and their iniquities will | remenber no nore. Chap.
8, Verse 12, [HEB].

In that he saith, A new [covenant], he hath nade the first
ol d. Now that which decayeth and waxeth old [is] ready to
vani sh away. Chap. 8, Verse 13, [ HEB].

Then verily the first [covenant] had al so ordi nances of
di vine service, and a worldly sanctuary. Chap. 9, Verse 1
[ HEB] .

For there was a tabernacle nade; the first, wherein [was]
the candl estick, and the table, and the shewbread; which is
call ed the sanctuary. Chap. 9, Verse 2, [HEB].

And after the second veil, the tabernacle which is called
the Holiest of all; Chap. 9, Verse 3, [HEB].

Whi ch had the gol den censer, and the ark of the covenant
overlaid round about with gold, wherein [was] the gol den
pot that had manna, and Aaron's rod that budded, and the
tabl es of the covenant; Chap. 9, Verse 4, [HEB].

And over it the cherubins of glory shadow ng the
nmercyseat; of which we cannot now speak particularly.
Chap. 9, Verse 5, [HEB].

Now when these things were thus ordained, the priests went
al ways into the first tabernacle, acconplishing the service
[of God]. Chap. 9, Verse 6, [HEB].



But into the second [went] the high priest alone once
every year, not w thout blood, which he offered for
himsel f, and [for] the errors of the people: Chap. 9,
Verse 7, [ HEB].

The Holy Chost this signifying, that the way into the
holiest of all was not yet nmade manifest, while as the
first tabernacle was yet standing: Chap. 9, Verse 8,

[ HEB] .

Which [was] a figure for the tinme then present, in which
were offered both gifts and sacrifices, that could not nake
himthat did the service perfect, as pertaining to the
conscience; Chap. 9, Verse 9, [HEB]

[ Which stood] only in nmeats and drinks, and divers
washi ngs, and carnal ordi nances, inposed [on then] until
the time of reformation. Chap. 9, Verse 10, [ HEB]

But Christ being conme an high priest of good things to
conme, by a greater and nore perfect tabernacle, not nmade
with hands, that is to say, not of this building; Chap. 9,
Verse 11, [HEB].

Nei t her by the bl ood of goats and cal ves, but by his own
bl ood he entered in once into the holy place, having
obtai ned eternal redenption [for us]. Chap. 9, Verse 12,
[ HEB] .

For if the blood of bulls and of goats, and the ashes of
an heifer sprinkling the unclean, sanctifieth to the
purifying of the flesh: Chap. 9, Verse 13, [ HEB].

How nmuch nore shall the blood of Christ, who through the
eternal Spirit offered hinmself w thout spot to God, purge
your conscience fromdead works to serve the living God?
Chap. 9, Verse 14, [HEB].

And for this cause he is the nediator of the new
testanment, that by neans of death, for the redenption of
the transgressions [that were] under the first testanent,
they which are called m ght receive the prom se of eternal
i nheritance. Chap. 9, Verse 15, [HEB].

For where a testanment [is], there nmust al so of necessity
be the death of the testator. Chap. 9, Verse 16, [HEB].



For a testanent [is] of force after men are dead:
otherwwse it is of no strength at all while the testator
[iveth. Chap. 9, Verse 17, [HEB].
