That which was fromthe begi nning, which we have heard,
whi ch we have seen with our eyes, which we have | ooked
upon, and our hands have handl ed, of the Word of life;

(For the Iife was mani fested, and we have seen [it], and
bear witness, and shew unto you that eternal life, which
was with the Father, and was mani fested unto us;) Chap. 1,
Verse 2, [1JQ.

That which we have seen and heard declare we unto you,
that ye also may have fellowship with us: and truly our
fellowship [is] wwth the Father, and with his Son Jesus
Christ.

Agai n, a new commandnent | wite unto you, which thing is
true in himand in you: because the darkness is past, and
the true light now shineth. Chap. 2, Verse 8, [1JQ.

He that saith he is in the light, and hateth his brother,
is in darkness even until now Chap. 2, Verse 9, [1JQ.

He that |oveth his brother abideth in the light, and there
i's none occasion of stunbling in him Chap. 2, Verse 10,

But he that hateth his brother is in darkness, and wal keth
i n darkness, and knoweth not whither he goeth, because that
dar kness hath blinded his eyes. Chap. 2, Verse 11, [1JQ.

| wite unto you, little children, because your sins are
forgiven you for his nanme's sake.

Bel oved, if God so | oved us, we ought also to | ove one
anot her.

No man hath seen God at any tine. If we | ove one anot her,
God dwelleth in us, and his love is perfected in us. Chap.

Her eby know we that we dwell in him and he in us, because
he hath given us of his Spirit.

And we have seen and do testify that the Father sent the
Son [to be] the Saviour of the world.

Whosoever shall confess that Jesus is the Son of God, God
dwelleth in him and he in God.

And we have known and believed the | ove that God hath to

There is no fear in love; but perfect |ove casteth out
fear: because fear hath tornment. He that feareth is not
made perfect in love. Chap. 4, Verse 18, [1JQ.

W | ove him because he first loved us. Chap. 4, Verse

If a man say, | love God, and hateth his brother, he is a
l[iar: for he that |oveth not his brother whom he hath seen,
how can he | ove God whom he hath not seen? Chap. 4, Verse
20, [1JQ.

And this conmmandnent have we from him That he who | oveth
God | ove his brother also. Chap. 4, Verse 21, [1JQ.

Whosoever believeth that Jesus is the Christ is born of
God: and every one that |loveth himthat begat | oveth him
al so that is begotten of him Chap. 5, Verse 1, [1JQ.

By this we know that we | ove the children of God, when we
| ove God, and keep his commandnents. Chap. 5, Verse 2,

[1JQ .

For this is the |love of God, that we keep his
commandnent s: and his commandnents are not grievous. Chap.
5, Verse 3, [1JQ.

For what soever is born of God overconeth the world: and
this is the victory that overconeth the world, [even] our
faith. Chap. 5, Verse 4, [1JQ.

Who is he that overconeth the world, but he that believeth
that Jesus is the Son of God?

This is he that cane by water and bl ood, [even] Jesus
Christ; not by water only, but by water and blood.

[And] we know that we are of God, and the whole world
lieth in w ckedness.
