Then Moab rebel |l ed against Israel after the death of Ahab.

And Ahaziah fell down through a lattice in his upper
chanmber that [was] in Samaria, and was sick: and he sent
nmessengers, and said unto them Go, inquire of Baal-zebub
t he god of Ekron whether | shall recover of this disease.
Chap. 1, Verse 2, [2KI].

But the angel of the LORD said to Elijah the Tishbite,
Arise, go up to neet the nessengers of the king of Samari a,
and say unto them [Is it] not because [there is] not a God
in Israel, [that] ye go to inquire of Baal-zebub the god of
Ekron? Chap. 1, Verse 3, [2KI].

Now t herefore thus saith the LORD, Thou shalt not cone
down fromthat bed on which thou art gone up, but shalt
surely die. And Elijah departed. Chap. 1, Verse 4, [2KI].

And when the nessengers turned back unto him he said unto
them Wy are ye now turned back? Chap. 1, Verse 5, [2KI].

And they said unto him There cane a nan up to neet us,
and said unto us, Go, turn again unto the king that sent
you, and say unto him Thus saith the LORD, [Is it] not
because [there is] not a God in Israel, [that] thou sendest
to inquire of Baal-zebub the god of Ekron? therefore thou
shalt not conme down fromthat bed on which thou art gone
up, but shalt surely die. Chap. 1, Verse 6, [2KI].

And he said unto them What manner of man [was he] which
cane up to neet you, and told you these words? Chap. 1,
Verse 7, [2KI].

And they answered him [He was] an hairy man, and girt
with a girdle of |eather about his loins. And he said, It
[is] Elijah the Tishbite. Chap. 1, Verse 8, [2KI].

Then the king sent unto hima captain of fifty wth his
fifty. And he went up to him and, behold, he sat on the
top of an hill. And he spake unto him Thou man of God, the
ki ng hath said, Conme down. Chap. 1, Verse 9, [2KI].

And Elijah answered and said to the captain of fifty, If |
[be] a man of God, then let fire conme down from heaven, and
consune thee and thy fifty. And there cane down fire from



heaven, and consuned himand his fifty. Chap. 1, Verse 10,
[2KI].

Agai n al so he sent unto him another captain of fifty with
his fifty. And he answered and said unto him O man of God,
t hus hath the king said, Conme down quickly. Chap. 1, Verse
11, [2KI].

And Elijah answered and said unto them If | [be] a man of
God, let fire come down from heaven, and consune thee and
thy fifty. And the fire of God came down from heaven, and
consunmed himand his fifty. Chap. 1, Verse 12, [2KI].

And he sent again a captain of the third fifty with his
fifty. And the third captain of fifty went up, and canme and
fell on his knees before Elijah, and besought him and said
unto him O man of God, | pray thee, let my life, and the
life of these fifty thy servants, be precious in thy sight.
Chap. 1, Verse 13, [2KI].

Behol d, there cane fire down from heaven, and burnt up the
two captains of the fornmer fifties with their fifties:
therefore let my life now be precious in thy sight. Chap.
1, Verse 14, [2KI].

And the angel of the LORD said unto Elijah, Go down with
him be not afraid of him And he arose, and went down wth
hi munto the king. Chap. 1, Verse 15, [2KI].

And he said unto him Thus saith the LORD, Forasnuch as

And Elisha said [unto
him As] the LORD liveth, and [as] thy soul liveth, | wll
not | eave thee. So they went down to Beth-el. Chap. 2,
Verse 2, [2KI].

And the sons of the prophets that [were] at Beth-el cane
forth to Elisha, and said unto him Knowest thou that the
LORD will take away thy master fromthy head to day? And he
said, Yea, | know [it]; hold ye your peace. Chap. 2, Verse
3, [2KI].

And Elijah said unto him Elisha, tarry here, | pray thee;
for the LORD hath sent me to Jericho. And he said, [As] the
LORD liveth, and [as] thy soul liveth, I wll not |eave
thee. So they cane to Jericho. Chap. 2, Verse 4, [2KI].

And the sons of the prophets that [were] at Jericho cane
to Elisha, and said unto him Knowest thou that the LORD
will take away thy master fromthy head to day? And he
answered, Yea, | know [it]; hold ye your peace. Chap. 2,
Verse 5, [2KI].

And Elijah said unto him Tarry, | pray thee, here; for
the LORD hath sent nme to Jordan. And he said, [As] the LORD
liveth, and [as] thy soul liveth, I wll not |eave thee.

And they two went on. Chap. 2, Verse 6, [2KI].

And fifty nmen of the sons of the prophets went, and stood
to view afar off: and they two stood by Jordan. Chap. 2,
Verse 7, [2KI].

And when they cane again to him (for he tarried at
Jericho,) he said unto them Did | not say unto you, o
not? Chap. 2, Verse 18, [2KI].

And the nmen of the city said unto Elisha, Behold, | pray
thee, the situation of this city [is] pleasant, as ny lord
seeth: but the water [is] nought, and the ground barren.



Chap. 2, Verse 19, [2KI].

And he said, Bring nme a new cruse, and put salt therein.
And they brought [it] to him Chap. 2, Verse 20, [2KI].

And he went forth unto the spring of the waters, and cast
the salt in there, and said, Thus saith the LORD, | have
heal ed these waters; there shall not be fromthence any
nmore death or barren [land]. Chap. 2, Verse 21, [2KI].

So the waters were healed unto this day, according to the
sayi ng of Elisha which he spake. Chap. 2, Verse 22, [2KI].

Now Jehoram the son of Ahab began to reign over Israel in
Samaria the eighteenth year of Jehoshaphat king of Judah,
and reigned twelve years. Chap. 3, Verse 1, [2KI].

And he wought evil in the sight of the LORD, but not I|ike
his father, and like his nother: for he put away the inage
of Baal that his father had nade.

And he went and sent to Jehoshaphat the king of Judah,

But now bring ne a minstrel. And it canme to pass, when the
m nstrel played, that the hand of the LORD cane upon hi m

For thus saith the LORD, Ye shall not see w nd, neither
shall ye see rain; yet that valley shall be filled with
wat er, that ye may drink, both ye, and your cattle, and
your beasts.

And it was [so], when Elisha the man of God had heard t hat
the king of Israel had rent his clothes, that he sent to

t he king, saying, Wierefore hast thou rent thy clothes? |et
hi m conme now to ne, and he shall know that there is a
prophet in Israel. Chap. 5, Verse 8, [2KI].

So Naaman canme with his horses and with his chariot, and
stood at the door of the house of Elisha. Chap. 5, Verse
9, [2KI].

And Eli sha sent a nessenger unto him saying, Go and wash
in Jordan seven times, and thy flesh shall conme again to
t hee, and thou shalt be clean. Chap. 5, Verse 10, [2KI].

But Naaman was woth, and went away, and said, Behold, |
t hought, He will surely conme out to ne, and stand, and cal
on the name of the LORD his God, and strike his hand over
the place, and recover the leper. Chap. 5, Verse 11,
[2KI].

[ Are] not Abana and Pharpar, rivers of Damascus, better
than all the waters of Israel? may | not wash in them and
be clean? So he turned and went away in a rage. Chap. 5,
Verse 12, [2KI].

But he said, [As] the LORD liveth, before whom | stand, I
will receive none. And he urged himto take [it]; but he
refused. Chap. 5, Verse 16, [2KI].

And Naaman said, Shall there not then, | pray thee, be
given to thy servant two mules' burden of earth? for thy
servant will henceforth offer neither burnt offering nor
sacrifice unto other gods, but unto the LORD. Chap. 5,
Verse 17, [2KI].

In this thing the LORD pardon thy servant, [that] when ny
master goeth into the house of Rimmon to worship there, and
he | eaneth on ny hand, and | bow nyself in the house of
Ri nmon: when | bow down nyself in the house of Ri mmon, the
LORD pardon thy servant in this thing. Chap. 5, Verse 18,

And he said unto him Go in peace. So he departed from him
alittle way. Chap. 5, Verse 19, [2KI].

But Gehazi, the servant of Elisha the man of God, said,
Behol d, nmy naster hath spared Naaman this Syrian, in not
receiving at his hands that which he brought: but, [as] the
LORD liveth, I will run after him and take sonewhat of
him Chap. 5, Verse 20, [2KI].

So Cehazi followed after Naaman. And when Naaman saw [ hi m
running after him he |lighted dowmn fromthe chariot to neet
him and said, [Is] all well? Chap. 5, Verse 21, [2KI].

And he said, Al [is] well. My master hath sent ne,

sayi ng, Behold, even now there be cone to nme from nount
Ephraimtwo young nen of the sons of the prophets: give
them | pray thee, a talent of silver, and two changes of



garnents. Chap. 5, Verse 22, [2KI].

And Naarman said, Be content, take two talents. And he
urged him and bound two talents of silver in two bags,
with two changes of garnents, and laid [them upon two of
his servants; and they bare [then] before him Chap. 5,
Verse 23, [2KI].

And when he cane to the tower, he took [them] fromtheir
hand, and bestowed [then] in the house: and he |let the nen
go, and they departed.

Let us go, we pray thee, unto Jordan, and take thence
every man a beam and |l et us make us a place there, where
we may dwell. And he answered, Go ye. Chap. 6, Verse 2,
[2KI].

And one said, Be content, | pray thee, and go with thy
servants. And he answered, | will go. Chap. 6, Verse 3,
[2KI].

So he went with them And when they canme to Jordan, they
cut down wood. Chap. 6, Verse 4, [2KI].

But as one was felling a beam the axe head fell into the
water: and he cried, and said, Alas, naster! for it was
borrowed.

And the man of God said, Were fell it? And he shewed him
the place.

And it cane to pass, when they were cone into Sanmari a,
that Elisha said, LORD, open the eyes of these [nen], that
they may see. And the LORD opened their eyes, and they saw,
and, behold, [they were] in the mdst of Samaria. Chap. 6,
Verse 20, [2KI].

And the king of Israel said unto Elisha, when he saw t hem
My father, shall | smte [then]? shall | smte [then]?
Chap. 6, Verse 21, [2KI].

And he answered, Thou shalt not smite [them: woul dest
thou smte those whom thou hast taken captive with thy
sword and with thy bow? set bread and water before them
that they may eat and drink, and go to their nmaster. Chap.

Then Elisha said, Hear ye the word of the LORD; Thus saith
the LORD, To norrow about this tine [shall] a neasure of
fine flour [be sold] for a shekel, and two neasures of
barley for a shekel, in the gate of Samaria. Chap. 7,
Verse 1, [2KI].

Then a | ord on whose hand the king | eaned answered the man
of God, and said, Behold, [if] the LORD woul d nmake w ndows



in heaven, mght this thing be? And he said, Behold, thou
shalt see [it] with thine eyes, but shalt not eat thereof.
Chap. 7, Verse 2, [2KI].

And there were four leprous nen at the entering in of the
gate: and they said one to another, Wiy sit we here until
we die?

[is] inthe city, and we shall die there: and if we sit
still here, we die also. Now therefore cone, and |l et us
fall unto the host of the Syrians: if they save us alive,
we shall live; and if they kill us, we shall but die.

And they rose up in the twilight, to go unto the canp of
the Syrians: and when they were conme to the utternost part
of the canmp of Syria, behold, [there was] no man there.

And Elisha cane to Damascus; and Ben-hadad the king of
Syria was sick; and it was told him saying, The nman of God
is cone hither.

And the king said unto Hazael, Take a present in thine
hand, and go, neet the man of God, and inquire of the LORD
by him saying, Shall | recover of this disease? Chap. 8,
Verse 8, [2KI].

So Hazael went to neet him and took a present with him
even of every good thing of Damascus, forty canmels' burden,
and canme and stood before him and said, Thy son Ben-hadad
king of Syria hath sent nme to thee, saying, Shall | recover
of this disease? Chap. 8, Verse 9, [2KI].

And Elisha said unto him Go, say unto him Thou mayest
certainly recover: howbeit the LORD hath shewed ne that he
shall surely die.

So he departed fromElisha, and cane to his nmaster; who
said to him What said Elisha to thee? And he answered, He
told me [that] thou shoul dest surely recover. Chap. 8,
Verse 14, [2KI].

And it canme to pass on the norrow, that he took a thick
cloth, and dipped [it] in water, and spread [it] on his
face, so that he died: and Hazael reigned in his stead.
Chap. 8, Verse 15, [2KI].

And in the fifth year of Joramthe son of Ahab king of

| srael, Jehoshaphat [being] then king of Judah, Jehoramthe
son of Jehoshaphat king of Judah began to reign. Chap. 8,
Verse 16, [2KI].

Thirty and two years old was he when he began to reign;



and he reigned eight years in Jerusalem Chap. 8, Verse
17, [2KI].

And he wal ked in the way of the kings of Israel, as did
t he house of Ahab: for the daughter of Ahab was his wfe:
and he did evil in the sight of the LORD. Chap. 8, Verse

Yet the LORD would not destroy Judah for David his
servant's sake, as he promsed himto give himalway a
light, [and] to his children. Chap. 8, Verse 19, [2KI].

In his days Edom revolted from under the hand of Judah,
and made a king over thenselves.

So Joram went over to Zair, and all the chariots with him
and he rose by night, and snote the Edom tes which
conpassed hi m about, and the captains of the chariots: and
the people fled into their tents.

And he wal ked in the way of the house of Ahab, and did
evil in the sight of the LORD, as [did] the house of Ahab:
for he [was] the son in | aw of the house of Ahab. Chap. 8,
Verse 27, [2KI].



And he went with Joramthe son of Ahab to the war agai nst
Hazael king of Syria in Ranoth-gilead; and the Syrians
wounded Joram Chap. 8, Verse 28, [2KI].

And ki ng Joram went back to be healed in Jezreel of the
wounds whi ch the Syrians had given himat Ramah, when he
fought agai nst Hazael king of Syria. And Ahaziah the son of
Jehoram ki ng of Judah went down to see Joramthe son of
Ahab in Jezreel, because he was sick. Chap. 8, Verse 29,

And Eli sha the prophet called one of the children of the
prophets, and said unto him Grd up thy loins, and take
this box of oil in thine hand, and go to Ranoth-gil ead:
Chap. 9, Verse 1, [2KI].

And when thou conest thither, |ook out there Jehu the son
of Jehoshaphat the son of Ninshi, and go in, and make him
arise up fromanong his brethren, and carry himto an inner
chanber; Chap. 9, Verse 2, [2KI].

Then take the box of oil, and pour [it] on his head, and
say, Thus saith the LORD, | have anointed thee king over

| srael. Then open the door, and flee, and tarry not. Chap.
9, Verse 3, [2KI].

So the young man, [even] the young nan the prophet, went
to Ranpoth-gilead. Chap. 9, Verse 4, [2KI].

And when he came, behold, the captains of the host [were]
sitting; and he said, | have an errand to thee, O captain.
And Jehu said, Unto which of all us? And he said, To thee,
O captain.

And he said unto them Ye know t he man,
and his communication. Chap. 9, Verse 11, [2KI].

And they said, [It is] false; tell us now. And he said,
Thus and thus spake he to nme, saying, Thus saith the LORD
| have anointed thee king over Israel. Chap. 9, Verse 12,
[ 2KI ] .

Then they hasted, and took every man his garnent, and put
[it] under himon the top of the stairs, and blew with
trunpets, saying, Jehu is king. Chap. 9, Verse 13, [2KI].

So Jehu the son of Jehoshaphat the son of N nshi conspired
agai nst Joram (Now Joram had kept Ranoth-gilead, he and
all Israel, because of Hazael king of Syria.

So Jehu rode in a chariot, and went to Jezreel; for Joram

spi ed the conpany of Jehu as he cane, and said, | see a
conpany. And Joram sai d, Take an horseman, and send to neet
them and let himsay, [Is it] peace? Chap. 9, Verse 17,

So there went one on horseback to neet him and said, Thus
saith the king, [Is it] peace? And Jehu said, Wat hast



thou to do with peace? turn thee behind ne. And the
wat chman tol d, saying, The nessenger cane to them but he
conmeth not again.

Then he sent out a second on horseback, which cane to
them and said, Thus saith the king, [Is it] peace?

And the watchman told, saying, He cane even unto them and
conmeth not again: and the driving [is] |ike the driving of
Jehu the son of Ninmshi; for he driveth furiously.

And his chariot was nade
ready. And Joram ki ng of Israel and Ahazi ah king of Judah
went out, each in his chariot, and they went out agai nst
Jehu, and net himin the portion of Naboth the Jezreelite.
Chap. 9, Verse 21, [2KI].

And it cane to pass, when Joram saw Jehu, that he said,
[Is it] peace, Jehu? And he answered, \Wat peace, so |ong
as the whoredons of thy nother Jezebel and her witchcrafts

And Joram turned his hands, and fled, and said to Ahazi ah,
[ There is] treachery, O Ahaziah. Chap. 9, Verse 23, [2KI].

And Jehu drew a bow with his full strength, and snote
Jehoram between his arns, and the arrow went out at his
heart, and he sunk down in his chariot. Chap. 9, Verse 24,
[2KI].

Then said [Jehu] to Bidkar his captain, Take up, [and]
cast himin the portion of the field of Naboth the
Jezreelite: for renmenber how that, when | and thou rode
together after Ahab his father, the LORD laid this burden
upon him Chap.

Surely | have seen yesterday the bl ood of Naboth, and the
bl ood of his sons, saith the LORD, and | will requite thee
inthis plat, saith the LORD. Now therefore take [and] cast
himinto the plat [of ground], according to the word of the
LORD. Chap. 9, Verse 26, [2KI].

But when Ahazi ah the king of Judah saw [this], he fled by
the way of the garden house. And Jehu foll owed after him



and said, Smte himalso in the chariot. [And they did so]
at the going up to Gur, which [is] by Ibleam And he fled
to Megiddo, and died there. Chap. 9, Verse 27, [2KI].

And his servants carried himin a chariot to Jerusal em
and buried himin his sepulchre with his fathers in the
city of David. Chap. 9, Verse 28, [2KI].

And in the eleventh year of Joramthe son of Ahab began
Ahazi ah to reign over Judah. Chap. 9, Verse 29, [2KI].

And when Jehu was conme to Jezreel, Jezebel heard [of it];
and she painted her face, and tired her head, and | ooked
out at a window. Chap. 9, Verse 30, [2KI].

And as Jehu entered in at the gate, she said, [Had] Zi nri
peace, who slew his master? Chap. 9, Verse 31, [2KI].

And he lifted up his face to the wi ndow, and said, Wo
[is] on nmy side? who? And there | ooked out to himtwo [or]
t hree eunuchs. Chap. 9, Verse 32, [2KI].

And he said, Throw her down. So they threw her down: and
[ sone] of her bl ood was sprinkled on the wall, and on the
horses: and he trode her under foot. Chap. 9, Verse 33,

[ 2Kl ].

And when he was cone in, he did eat and drink, and said,
Go, see now this cursed [woman], and bury her: for she [is]
a king' s daughter. Chap. 9, Verse 34, [2KI].

And they went to bury her: but they found no nore of her
than the skull, and the feet, and the palns of [her] hands.
Chap. 9, Verse 35, [2KI].

Wherefore they canme again, and told him And he said, This
[is] the word of the LORD, which he spake by his servant
Elijah the Tishbite, saying, In the portion of Jezreel
shal |l dogs eat the flesh of Jezebel: Chap. 9, Verse 36,

And the carcase of Jezebel shall be as dung upon the face
of the field in the portion of Jezreel; [so] that they
shall not say, This [is] Jezebel.

And Ahab had seventy sons in Samaria. And Jehu wote



letters, and sent to Samaria, unto the rulers of Jezreel
to the elders, and to themthat brought up Ahab's
[children], saying, Chap. 10, Verse 1, [2KI].

Now as soon as this letter coneth to you, seeing your
master's sons [are] wth you, and [there are] with you
chariots and horses, a fenced city al so, and arnour; Chap.
10, Verse 2, [2KI].

Look even out the best and neetest of your master's sons,
and set [hin] on his father's throne, and fight for your
master's house. Chap. 10, Verse 3, [2KI].

But they were exceedingly afraid, and said, Behold, two
ki ngs stood not before him how then shall we stand? Chap.
10, Verse 4, [2KI].

And he that [was] over the house, and he that [was] over
the city, the elders also, and the bringers up [of the
children], sent to Jehu, saying, W [are] thy servants, and
will do all that thou shalt bid us; we will not make any
king: do thou [that which is] good in thine eyes. Chap.

10, Verse 5, [2KI].

Then he wote a letter the second tine to them saying, If
ye [be] mne, and [if] ye will hearken unto ny voice, take
ye the heads of the nen your master's sons, and conme to ne
to Jezreel by to norrow this tinme. Now the king' s sons,

[ bei ng] seventy persons, [were] with the great nen of the
city, which brought themup. Chap. 10, Verse 6, [2KI].

And it cane to pass, when the letter cane to them that

t hey took the king' s sons, and slew seventy persons, and
put their heads in baskets, and sent him[them to Jezreel.
Chap. 10, Verse 7, [2KI].

And there canme a nessenger, and told him saying, They
have brought the heads of the king's sons. And he said, Lay
ye themin two heaps at the entering in of the gate until
t he norning. Chap. 10, Verse 8, [2KI].

And it canme to pass in the norning, that he went out, and
stood, and said to all the people, Ye [be] righteous:
behol d, | conspired against ny master, and slew him but
who slew all these? Chap. 10, Verse 9, [2KI].

Know now that there shall fall unto the earth nothing of



the word of the LORD, which the LORD spake concerning the
house of Ahab: for the LORD hath done [that] which he spake
by his servant Elijah. Chap. 10, Verse 10, [2KI].

So Jehu slew all that remai ned of the house of Ahab in
Jezreel, and all his great nen, and his kinsfol ks, and his
priests, until he left himnone remai ning. Chap. 10, Verse
11, [2KI].

And he arose and departed, and cane to Samaria. [And] as
he [was] at the shearing house in the way, Chap. 10, Verse
12, [2KI].

Jehu nmet with the brethren of Ahaziah king of Judah, and
said, W [are] ye? And they answered, W [are] the

bret hren of Ahaziah; and we go down to salute the children
of the king and the children of the queen. Chap. 10, Verse
13, [2KI].

And he said, Take themalive. And they took them alive,
and slew themat the pit of the shearing house, [even] two
and forty nmen; neither left he any of them Chap. 10,
Verse 14, [2KI].

And when he was departed thence, he |ighted on Jehonadab
the son of Rechab [coming] to neet him and he saluted him
and said to him Is thine heart right, as nmy heart [is]
with thy heart? And Jehonadab answered, It is. If it be,
give [ne] thine hand. And he gave [hin] his hand; and he
took himup to himinto the chariot. Chap. 10, Verse 15,
[2KI].

And he said, Cone with ne, and see ny zeal for the LORD.
So they made himride in his chariot. Chap. 10, Verse 16,
[2KI].

And when he cane to Sanmaria, he slew all that renained
unto Ahab in Samaria, till he had destroyed him according
to the saying of the LORD, which he spake to Elijah. Chap.
10, Verse 17, [2KI].

And Jehu gathered all the people together, and said unto
them Ahab served Baal a little; [but] Jehu shall serve him
much. Chap. 10, Verse 18, [2KI].

Now t herefore call unto nme all the prophets of Baal, al
his servants, and all his priests; |let none be wanting: for



| have a great sacrifice [to do] to Baal; whosoever shal
be wanting, he shall not live. But Jehu did [it] in
subtilty, to the intent that he m ght destroy the

wor shi ppers of Baal. Chap. 10, Verse 19, [2KI].

And Jehu said, Proclaima solem assenbly for Baal. And
they proclainmed [it]. Chap. 10, Verse 20, [2KI].

And Jehu sent through all Israel: and all the worshippers
of Baal cane, so that there was not a man left that cane
not. And they canme into the house of Baal; and the house of
Baal was full fromone end to another. Chap. 10, Verse 21
[ 2KI].

And he said unto himthat [was] over the vestry, Bring
forth vestnents for all the worshippers of Baal. And he
brought themforth vestnents. Chap. 10, Verse 22, [2KI].

And Jehu went, and Jehonadab the son of Rechab, into the
house of Baal, and said unto the worshi ppers of Baal,
Search, and | ook that there be here with you none of the
servants of the LORD, but the worshi ppers of Baal only.
Chap. 10, Verse 23, [2KI].

And when they went in to offer sacrifices and burnt

of ferings, Jehu appointed fourscore nen without, and said,
[I1f] any of the nen whom | have brought into your hands
escape, [he that letteth himgo], his life [shall be] for
the life of him Chap. 10, Verse 24, [2KI].

And it canme to pass, as soon as he had made an end of
offering the burnt offering, that Jehu said to the guard
and to the captains, Go in, [and] slay them |et none cone
forth. And they snote themw th the edge of the sword; and
the guard and the captains cast [then] out, and went to the
city of the house of Baal. Chap. 10, Verse 25, [2KI].

And they brought forth the i mages out of the house of
Baal , and burned them Chap. 10, Verse 26, [2KI].

And they brake down the inmage of Baal, and brake down the
house of Baal, and nade it a draught house unto this day.
Chap. 10, Verse 27, [2KI].

Thus Jehu destroyed Baal out of Israel. Chap. 10, Verse
28, [2KI].



Howbeit [fron] the sins of Jeroboamthe son of Nebat, who
made Israel to sin, Jehu departed not fromafter them [to
wit], the golden calves that [were] in Beth-el, and that
[were] in Dan. Chap. 10, Verse 29, [2KI].

And the LORD said unto Jehu, Because thou hast done well
in executing [that which is] right in mne eyes, [and] hast
done unto the house of Ahab according to all that [was] in
m ne heart, thy children of the fourth [generation] shal
sit on the throne of Israel.

And when At haliah the nother of Ahaziah saw that her son
was dead, she arose and destroyed all the seed royal.

But Jehosheba, the daughter of king Joram sister of
Ahazi ah, took Joash the son of Ahaziah, and stole himfrom
anong the king's sons [which were] slain; and they hid him
[even] himand his nurse, in the bedchanber from Athali ah,
so that he was not slain. Chap. 11, Verse 2, [2KI].



And he was with her hid in the house of the LORD six
years. And Athaliah did reign over the |and. Chap. 11
Verse 3, [2KI].

And the seventh year Jehoi ada sent and fetched the rulers
over hundreds, with the captains and the guard, and brought
themto himinto the house of the LORD, and nade a covenant
with them and took an oath of themin the house of the
LORD, and shewed themthe king's son. Chap. 11, Verse 4,

[ 2KI].

And he commanded them saying, This [is] the thing that ye
shall do; Athird part of you that enter in on the sabbath
shal |l even be keepers of the watch of the king' s house;
Chap. 11, Verse 5, [2KI].

And a third part [shall be] at the gate of Sur; and a
third part at the gate behind the guard: so shall ye keep
the watch of the house, that it be not broken down. Chap.

And two parts of all you that go forth on the sabbath,
even they shall keep the watch of the house of the LORD
about the king.

And ye shall conpass the king round about, every man with
hi s weapons in his hand: and he that conmeth within the
ranges, let himbe slain: and be ye with the king as he
goeth out and as he conmeth in.

[things] that Jehoi ada the priest commanded: and they took
every man his nmen that were to cone in on the sabbath, with
them that should go out on the sabbath, and cane to
Jehoi ada the priest.

David's spears and shields, that [were] in the tenple of
the LORD.

But Jehoi ada the priest commanded the captains of the
hundreds, the officers of the host, and said unto them
Have her forth without the ranges: and himthat followeth
her kill with the sword.

For Jozachar the son of Shineath, and Jehozabad the son of
Shoner, his servants, snote him and he died; and they
buried himwith his fathers in the city of David: and
Amazi ah his son reigned in his stead. Chap. 12, Verse 21,
[ 2KI ] .

In the three and twentieth year of Joash the son of
Ahazi ah ki ng of Judah Jehoahaz the son of Jehu began to
reign over Israel in Samaria, [and reigned] seventeen
years.

In the thirty and seventh year of Joash king of Judah
began Jehoash the son of Jehoahaz to reign over Israel in
Samaria, [and reigned] sixteen years.

And it cane to pass, as soon as the kingdom was confirned
in his hand, that he slew his servants which had slain the
king his father.

But the children of the nurderers he slew not: according
unto that which is witten in the book of the |aw of Mses,
wherein the LORD comanded, saying, The fathers shall not
be put to death for the children, nor the children be put
to death for the fathers; but every man shall be put to
death for his own sin. Chap. 14, Verse 6, [2KI].

He slew of Edomin the valley of salt ten thousand, and
took Selah by war, and called the name of it Joktheel unto
this day. Chap. 14, Verse 7, [2KI].

Then Amazi ah sent nessengers to Jehoash, the son of

And they left all the conmandnments of the LORD their God,
and nmade them nolten i mages, [even] two cal ves, and nade a
grove, and worshi pped all the host of heaven, and served
Baal .

Samaritans had nmade, every nation in their cities wherein
they dwelt. Chap. 17, Verse 29, [2KI].

And the nmen of Babyl on made Succot h- benoth, and the nen of
Cuth made Nergal, and the nen of Hamath nmade Ashima, Chap
17, Verse 30, [2KI].

And the Avites nade N bhaz and Tartak, and the Sepharvites
burnt their children in fire to Adramel ech and Ananmel ech,
t he gods of Sepharvaim Chap. 17, Verse 31, [2KI].

So they feared the LORD, and nmade unto thensel ves of the

| onest of them priests of the high places, which sacrificed
for themin the houses of the high places. Chap. 17, Verse
32, [2KI].

They feared the LORD, and served their own gods, after the
manner of the nations whomthey carried away from thence.
Chap. 17, Verse 33, [2KI].

Unto this day they do after the fornmer manners: they fear
not the LORD, neither do they after their statutes, or
after their ordinances, or after the | aw and commandnent
whi ch the LORD conmmanded the children of Jacob, whom he
named |srael; Chap. 17, Verse 34, [2KI].

Wth whomthe LORD had nade a covenant, and charged them



sayi ng, Ye shall not fear other gods, nor bow yourselves to
them nor serve them nor sacrifice to them Chap.

Go ye, inquire of the LORD for ne, and for the people, and
for all Judah, concerning the words of this book that is
found: for great [is] the wath of the LORD that is kindled
agai nst us, because our fathers have not hearkened unto the
words of this book, to do according unto all that which is
written concerning us. Chap. 22, Verse 13, [2KI].

So Hi | kiah the priest, and Ahi kam and Achbor, and
Shaphan, and Asahi ah, went unto Hul dah the prophetess, the
w fe of Shallumthe son of Tikvah, the son of Harhas,
keeper of the wardrobe; (now she dwelt in Jerusalemin the
coll ege;) and they communed with her. Chap. 22, Verse 14,
[ 2KI].

And she said unto them Thus saith the LORD God of |srael,
Tell the man that sent you to nme, Chap. 22, Verse 15,
[ 2KI ] .

Thus saith the LORD, Behold, | will bring evil upon this
pl ace, and upon the inhabitants thereof, [even] all the
wor ds of the book which the king of Judah hath read: Chap.
22, Verse 16, [2KI].

Because they have forsaken nme, and have burned incense
unto other gods, that they m ght provoke nme to anger with
all the works of their hands; therefore ny wath shall be
ki ndl ed against this place, and shall not be quenched.
Chap. 22, Verse 17, [2KI].

But to the king of Judah which sent you to inquire of the
LORD, thus shall ye say to him Thus saith the LORD God of
| srael, [As touching] the words which thou hast heard;
Chap. 22, Verse 18, [2KI].

Because thine heart was tender, and thou hast hunbl ed
t hysel f before the LORD, when thou heardest what | spake
agai nst this place, and against the inhabitants thereof,



that they should becone a desolation and a curse, and hast
rent thy clothes, and wept before ne; | also have heard
[thee], saith the LORD. Chap. 22, Verse 19, [2KI].

Behol d therefore, I will gather thee unto thy fathers, and
thou shalt be gathered into thy grave in peace; and thine
eyes shall not see all the evil which I wll bring upon
this place. And they brought the king word again. Chap.

22, Verse 20, [2KI].

And the king sent, and they gathered unto himall the
el ders of Judah and of Jerusalem Chap. 23, Verse 1
[2KI].

And the king went up into the house of the LORD, and al
the men of Judah and all the inhabitants of Jerusalemwth
him and the priests, and the prophets, and all the people,
both small and great: and he read in their ears all the
words of the book of the covenant which was found in the
house of the LORD. Chap. 23, Verse 2, [2KI].

And the king stood by a pillar, and nmade a covenant before
the LORD, to walk after the LORD, and to keep his
commandnents and his testinonies and his statutes with al
[their] heart and all [their] soul, to performthe words of
this covenant that were witten in this book. And all the
peopl e stood to the covenant. Chap. 23, Verse 3, [2KI].

And t he king commanded Hil ki ah the high priest, and the
priests of the second order, and the keepers of the door,
to bring forth out of the tenple of the LORD all the
vessel s that were nade for Baal, and for the grove, and for
all the host of heaven: and he burned them w t hout
Jerusalemin the fields of Kidron, and carried the ashes of
themunto Beth-el. Chap. 23, Verse 4, [2KI].

And he put down the idolatrous priests, whomthe kings of
Judah had ordained to burn incense in the high places in
the cities of Judah, and in the places round about
Jerusal em themal so that burned incense unto Baal, to the
sun, and to the noon, and to the planets, and to all the
host of heaven. Chap. 23, Verse 5, [2KI].

And he brought out the grove fromthe house of the LORD,
wi t hout Jerusalem unto the brook Kidron, and burned it at
t he brook Kidron, and stanped [it] small to powder, and
cast the powder thereof upon the graves of the children of



t he people. Chap. 23, Verse 6, [2KI].

And he brake down the houses of the sodomtes, that [were]
by the house of the LORD, where the wonmen wove hangi ngs for
the grove. Chap. 23, Verse 7, [2KI].

And he brought all the priests out of the cities of Judah,
and defiled the high places where the priests had burned

i ncense, from Geba to Beer-sheba, and brake down the high
pl aces of the gates that [were] in the entering in of the
gate of Joshua the governor of the city, which [were] on a
man's left hand at the gate of the city. Chap. 23, Verse
8, [2KI].

Neverthel ess the priests of the high places cane not up to
the altar of the LORD in Jerusalem but they did eat of the
unl eavened bread anong their brethren. Chap. 23, Verse 9,
[2KI].

And he defil ed Topheth, which [is] in the valley of the
children of H nnom that no man m ght nake his son or his
daughter to pass through the fire to M ech. Chap. 23,
Verse 10, [2KI].

And he took away the horses that the kings of Judah had
given to the sun, at the entering in of the house of the
LORD, by the chanber of Nathan-nel ech the chamnberl ain,
whi ch [was] in the suburbs, and burned the chariots of the
sun with fire. Chap. 23, Verse 11, [2KI].

And the altars that [were] on the top of the upper chanber
of Ahaz, which the kings of Judah had nmade, and the altars
whi ch Manasseh had made in the two courts of the house of
the LORD, did the king beat down, and brake [then] down
fromthence, and cast the dust of theminto the brook
Kidron. Chap. 23, Verse 12, [2KI].

And the high places that [were] before Jerusal em which
[were] on the right hand of the nount of corruption, which
Sol onon the king of Israel had builded for Ashtoreth the
abom nation of the Zi donians, and for Chenobsh the
abom nation of the Mabites, and for M| comthe abom nation
of the children of Amon, did the king defile. Chap. 23,
Verse 13, [2KI].

And he brake in pieces the i mges, and cut down the
groves, and filled their places with the bones of nen.



Chap. 23, Verse 14, [2KI].

Moreover the altar that [was] at Beth-el, [and] the high
pl ace whi ch Jeroboamthe son of Nebat, who nmade Israel to
sin, had nmade, both that altar and the high place he brake
down, and burned the high place, [and] stanped [it] snal
to powder, and burned the grove. Chap. 23, Verse 15,

[ 2KI].

And as Josiah turned hinself, he spied the sepul chres that
[were] there in the nount, and sent, and took the bones out
of the sepulchres, and burned [them upon the altar, and
polluted it, according to the word of the LORD which the
man of God procl ai med, who proclained these words. Chap
23, Verse 16, [2KI].

Then he said, What title [is] that that | see? And the nen
of the city told him [It is] the sepulchre of the man of
God, which canme from Judah, and procl ai med these things
that thou hast done against the altar of Beth-el. Chap.

23, Verse 17, [2KI].

And he said, Let himalone; |et no man nove his bones. So
they let his bones alone, with the bones of the prophet
t hat canme out of Samaria. Chap. 23, Verse 18, [2KI].

And all the houses also of the high places that [were] in
the cities of Samaria, which the kings of |Israel had nade
to provoke [the LORD] to anger, Josiah took away, and did
to themaccording to all the acts that he had done in Beth-
el. Chap. 23, Verse 19, [2KI].

And he slew all the priests of the high places that [were]
there upon the altars, and burned nen's bones upon them
and returned to Jerusalem Chap. 23, Verse 20, [2KI].

And the king commanded all the people, saying, Keep the
passover unto the LORD your God, as [it isS] witten in the
book of this covenant. Chap. 23, Verse 21, [2KI].

Surely there was not hol den such a passover fromthe days
of the judges that judged Israel, nor in all the days of
the kings of Israel, nor of the kings of Judah; Chap. 283,
Verse 22, [2KI].

But in the eighteenth year of king Josiah, [wherein] this
passover was holden to the LORD in Jerusalem Chap. 23,



Verse 23, [2KI].

Moreover the [workers with] famliar spirits, and the
wi zards, and the inages, and the idols, and all the
abom nations that were spied in the | and of Judah and in
Jerusal em did Josiah put away, that he m ght performthe
words of the law which were witten in the book that
Hi | ki ah the priest found in the house of the LORD. Chap.
23, Verse 24, [2KI].

And |i ke unto himwas there no king before him that
turned to the LORD with all his heart, and with all his
soul, and with all his mght, according to all the |aw of
Moses; neither after himarose there [any] |ike him Chap.
23, Verse 25, [2KI].

Not wi t hstanding the LORD turned not fromthe fierceness of
his great wath, wherewith his anger was kindl ed agai nst
Judah, because of all the provocations that Manasseh had
provoked himw thal. Chap. 23, Verse 26, [2KI].

And the LORD said, | will renove Judah al so out of ny
sight, as | have renoved Israel, and will cast off this
city Jerusalem which | have chosen, and the house of which
| said, My nane shall be there. Chap. 23, Verse 27, [2KI].

Now the rest of the acts of Josiah, and all that he did,
[are] they not witten in the book of the chronicles of the
ki ngs of Judah? Chap. 23, Verse 28, [2KI].

In his days Pharaoh-nechoh king of Egypt went up agai nst
the king of Assyria to the river Euphrates: and king Josiah
went agai nst him and he slew himat Megi ddo, when he had
seen him Chap. 23, Verse 29, [2KI].

And his servants carried himin a chariot dead from

Megi ddo, and brought himto Jerusalem and buried himin
his own sepul chre. And the people of the | and took Jehoahaz
the son of Josiah, and anointed him and nade himking in
his father's stead. Chap. 23, Verse 30, [2KI].

Jehoahaz [was] twenty and three years old when he began to
reign; and he reigned three nonths in Jerusalem And his
not her's name [was] Hanutal, the daughter of Jerem ah of
Li bnah. Chap. 23, Verse 31, [2KI].

And he did [that which was] evil in the sight of the LORD



according to all that his fathers had done. Chap. 23,
Verse 32, [2KI].

And Phar aoh- nechoh put himin bands at Riblah in the | and
of Hamath, that he m ght not reign in Jerusalem and put
the land to a tribute of an hundred talents of silver, and
a talent of gold. Chap. 23, Verse 33, [2KI].

And Phar aoh- nechoh nmade Eliaki mthe son of Josiah king in
the room of Josiah his father, and turned his nane to
Jehoi akim and t ook Jehoahaz away: and he came to Egypt,
and died there. Chap. 23, Verse 34, [2KI].

And Jehoi aki m gave the silver and the gold to Pharaoh; but
he taxed the land to give the noney according to the
commandnent of Pharaoh: he exacted the silver and the gold
of the people of the land, of every one according to his
taxation, to give [it] unto Pharaoh-nechoh. Chap. 23,
Verse 35, [2KI].

Jehoi akim [was] twenty and five years old when he began to
reign; and he reigned el even years in Jerusalem And his
not her's nane [was] Zebudah, the daughter of Pedai ah of
Rumah. Chap. 23, Verse 36, [2KI].

And he did [that which was] evil in the sight of the LORD
according to all that his fathers had done. Chap. 23,
Verse 37, [2KI].

In his days Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon came up, and
Jehoi aki m becanme his servant three years: then he turned
and rebell ed against him Chap. 24, Verse 1, [2KI].

And the LORD sent agai nst hi m bands of the Chal dees, and
bands of the Syrians, and bands of the Mdabites, and bands
of the children of Amon, and sent them against Judah to
destroy it, according to the word of the LORD, which he
spake by his servants the prophets. Chap. 24, Verse 2,
[2KI].

Surely at the conmandment of the LORD came [this] upon
Judah, to renove [them out of his sight, for the sins of
Manasseh, according to all that he did; Chap.

And all the men of mght, [even] seven thousand, and
craftsnmen and smths a thousand, all [that were] strong
[and] apt for war, even themthe king of Babyl on brought
captive to Babylon.

And the king of Babylon nmade Mattaniah his father's
brother king in his stead, and changed his nanme to
Zedeki ah. Chap. 24, Verse 17, [2KI].

Zedeki ah [was] twenty and one years old when he began to
reign, and he reigned el even years in Jerusalem And his
not her's nanme [was] Hanmutal, the daughter of Jerem ah of
Li bnah. Chap. 24, Verse 18, [2KI].

And he did [that which was] evil in the sight of the LORD
according to all that Jehoi aki m had done. Chap. 24, Verse
19, [2KI].

For through the anger of the LORD it cane to pass in
Jerusal em and Judah, until he had cast themout fromhis
presence, that Zedeki ah rebell ed against the king of
Babyl on. Chap. 24, Verse 20, [2KI].

And it cane to pass in the ninth year of his reign, in the
tenth nonth, in the tenth [day] of the nonth, [that]
Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon cane, he, and all his host,
agai nst Jerusalem and pitched against it: and they built
forts against it round about. Chap. 25, Verse 1, [2KI].

And the city was besieged unto the el eventh year of king
Zedeki ah. Chap. 25, Verse 2, [2KI].

And on the ninth [day] of the [fourth] nonth the fam ne
prevailed in the city, and there was no bread for the
peopl e of the land. Chap. 25, Verse 3, [2KI].

And the city was broken up, and all the nmen of war [fled]
by night by the way of the gate between two walls, which
[is] by the king's garden: (now the Chal dees [were] agai nst
the city round about:) and [the king] went the way toward



the plain. Chap. 25, Verse 4, [2KI].

And the army of the Chal dees pursued after the king, and
overtook himin the plains of Jericho: and all his arny
were scattered fromhim Chap. 25, Verse 5, [2KI].

So they took the king, and brought himup to the king of
Babyl on to Ri blah; and they gave judgnent upon him Chap.
25, Verse 6, [2KI].

And they slew the sons of Zedeki ah before his eyes, and
put out the eyes of Zedekiah, and bound himwith fetters of
brass, and carried himto Babylon. Chap. 25, Verse 7,
[2KI].

And in the fifth nmonth, on the seventh [day] of the nonth,
which [is] the nineteenth year of king Nebuchadnezzar king
of Babyl on, came Nebuzar-adan, captain of the guard, a
servant of the king of Babylon, unto Jerusalem Chap. 25,
Verse 8, [2KI].

And he burnt the house of the LORD, and the king' s house,
and all the houses of Jerusalem and every great [man's]
house burnt he with fire.

And the pillars of brass that [were] in the house of the
LORD, and the bases, and the brasen sea that [was] in the
house of the LORD, did the Chal dees break in pieces, and
carried the brass of themto Babylon. Chap. 25, Verse 13,
[ 2KI].

And the pots, and the shovels, and the snuffers, and the
spoons, and all the vessels of brass wherewith they



m ni stered, took they away. Chap. 25, Verse 14, [2KI].

And the firepans, and the bow s, [and] such things as
[were] of gold, [in] gold, and of silver, [in] silver, the
captain of the guard took away. Chap. 25, Verse 15, [2KI].

The two pillars, one sea, and the bases which Sol onon had
made for the house of the LORD, the brass of all these
vessel s was w thout weight. Chap. 25, Verse 16, [2KI].

The height of the one pillar [was] eighteen cubits, and
the chapiter upon it [was] brass: and the height of the
chapiter three cubits; and the weathen work, and
pomegr anat es upon the chapiter round about, all of brass:
and like unto these had the second pillar with weathen
wor k.  Chap. 25, Verse 17, [2KI].

And the captain of the guard took Seraiah the chief
priest, and Zephani ah the second priest, and the three
keepers of the door: Chap. 25, Verse 18, [2KI].

And out of the city he took an officer that was set over
the men of war, and five nmen of themthat were in the
king's presence, which were found in the city, and the
principal scribe of the host, which nustered the peopl e of
the |l and, and threescore nen of the people of the |and
[that were] found in the city: Chap. 25, Verse 19, [2KI].

And Nebuzar-adan captain of the guard took these, and
brought themto the king of Babylon to Ri blah: Chap. 25,
Verse 20, [2KI].

And the king of Babylon snote them and slew them at
Ri blah in the | and of Hamath. So Judah was carried away out
of their land. Chap. 25, Verse 21, [2KI].

And [as for] the people that remained in the | and of
Judah, whom Nebuchadnezzar ki ng of Babylon had |eft, even
over them he made Cedal i ah the son of Ahi kam the son of
Shaphan, ruler. Chap. 25, Verse 22, [2KI].

And when all the captains of the armes, they and their
men, heard that the king of Babylon had nade CGedal i ah
governor, there cane to Gedaliah to M zpah, even |Ishmae
t he son of Nethani ah, and Johanan the son of Careah, and
Serai ah the son of Tanhuneth the Netophathite, and
Jaazani ah the son of a Maachathite, they and their nen.



Chap. 25, Verse 23, [2KI].

And Gedaliah sware to them and to their nmen, and said
unto them Fear not to be the servants of the Chal dees:
dwell in the Iand, and serve the king of Babylon; and it
shall be well wth you. Chap. 25, Verse 24, [2KI].

But it cane to pass in the seventh nonth, that |shmael the
son of Nethani ah, the son of Elisham, of the seed royal,
canme, and ten nen with him and snote Gedaliah, that he
di ed, and the Jews and the Chal dees that were with him at
M zpah. Chap. 25, Verse 25, [2KI].

And all the people, both small and great, and the captains
of the arm es, arose, and cane to Egypt: for they were
afraid of the Chal dees. Chap. 25, Verse 26, [2KI].

And it cane to pass in the seven and thirtieth year of the
captivity of Jehoiachin king of Judah, in the twelfth
mont h, on the seven and twentieth [day] of the nonth,

[that] Evil-nmerodach king of Babylon in the year that he
began to reign did lift up the head of Jehoi achin king of
Judah out of prison; Chap. 25, Verse 27, [2KI].

And he spake kindly to him and set his throne above the
throne of the kings that [were] with himin Babylon; Chap.
25, Verse 28, [2KI].

And changed his prison garnents: and he did eat bread
continually before himall the days of his life. Chap. 25,
Verse 29, [2KI].

And his all owance [was] a continual allowance given hi m of
the king, a daily rate for every day, all the days of his
life. Chap. 25, Verse 30, [2KI].
