In the third year of the reign of Jehoi aki mking of Judah
canme Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon unto Jerusalem and
besieged it. Chap. 1, Verse 1, [DNL].

And the Lord gave Jehoi aki m ki ng of Judah into his hand,
with part of the vessels of the house of God: which he
carried into the land of Shinar to the house of his god,
and he brought the vessels into the treasure house of his
god. Chap. 1, Verse 2, [DNL].

And t he king spake unto Ashpenaz the master of his
eunuchs, that he should bring [certain] of the children of
| srael, and of the king's seed, and of the princes; Chap.
1, Verse 3, [DNL].

Children in whom [was] no blem sh, but well favoured, and
skilful in all wisdom and cunning in know edge, and
under st andi ng sci ence, and such as [had] ability in themto
stand in the king's palace, and whom they m ght teach the
| earning and the tongue of the Chal deans. Chap. 1, Verse
4, [DNL].

And the king appointed thema daily provision of the
king's neat, and of the w ne which he drank: so nourishing
themthree years, that at the end thereof they m ght stand
before the king. Chap. 1, Verse 5, [DNL].

Now anong these were of the children of Judah, Dani el
Hanani ah, M shael, and Azariah: Chap. 1, Verse 6, [DNL].

Unto whom the prince of the eunuchs gave nanmes: for he
gave unto Daniel [the nane] of Belteshazzar; and to
Hanani ah, of Shadrach; and to M shael, of Meshach; and to
Azari ah, of Abed-nego. Chap. 1, Verse 7, [DNL].

But Dani el purposed in his heart that he would not defile
himself with the portion of the king's neat, nor with the
wi ne which he drank: therefore he requested of the prince
of the eunuchs that he m ght not defile hinself. Chap. 1,
Verse 8, [DNL].

Now God had brought Daniel into favour and tender |ove
with the prince of the eunuchs. Chap. 1, Verse 9, [DNL].

And the prince of the eunuchs said unto Daniel, | fear ny
| ord the king, who hath appoi nted your neat and your dri nk:



for why should he see your faces worse |iking than the
children which [are] of your sort? then shall ye nmake [ ne]
endanger ny head to the king. Chap. 1, Verse 10, [DNL].

Then said Daniel to Melzar, whomthe prince of the eunuchs
had set over Daniel, Hanani ah, M shael, and Azariah, Chap.
1, Verse 11, [DNL].

Prove thy servants, | beseech thee, ten days; and let them
give us pulse to eat, and water to drink. Chap. 1, Verse
12, [DNL].

Then | et our countenances be | ooked upon before thee, and
t he countenance of the children that eat of the portion of
the king's neat: and as thou seest, deal with thy servants.
Chap. 1, Verse 13, [DNL].

So he consented to themin this matter, and proved them
ten days. Chap. 1, Verse 14, [DNL].

And at the end of ten days their countenances appeared
fairer and fatter in flesh than all the children which did
eat the portion of the king's nmeat. Chap. 1, Verse 15,

Thus Mel zar took away the portion of their neat, and the
wi ne that they should drink; and gave them pul se. Chap. 1,
Verse 16, [DNL].

And Dani el continued [even] unto the first year of king
Cyrus. Chap. 1, Verse 21, [DNL].

And in the second year of the reign of Nebuchadnezzar
Nebuchadnezzar dreamed dreans, wherewith his spirit was
troubled, and his sleep brake fromhim Chap. 2, Verse 1,
[ DNL] .

Then the king commanded to call the nmagicians, and the
astrol ogers, and the sorcerers, and the Chal deans, for to
shew the king his dreans. So they cane and stood before the
king. Chap. 2, Verse 2, [DNL].

And the king said unto them | have dreanmed a dream and
my spirit was troubled to know the dream Chap. 2, Verse
3, [DNL].

Then spake the Chal deans to the king in Syriack, O king,
live for ever: tell thy servants the dream and we w |
shew the interpretation. Chap. 2, Verse 4, [DNL].

The king answered and said to the Chal deans, The thing is
gone fromne: if ye will not make known unto ne the dream
with the interpretation thereof, ye shall be cut in pieces,
and your houses shall be made a dunghill. Chap. 2, Verse
5, [DNL].

But if ye shew the dream and the interpretation thereof,
ye shall receive of nme gifts and rewards and great honour:
therefore shew ne the dream and the interpretation
t hereof. Chap. 2, Verse 6, [DNL].

They answered again and said, Let the king tell his
servants the dream and we will shew the interpretation of
it. Chap. 2, Verse 7, [DNL].

The king answered and said, | know of certainty that ye
woul d gain the tinme, because ye see the thing is gone from
me. Chap. 2, Verse 8, [DNL].

But if ye will not make known unto ne the dream [there is
but] one decree for you: for ye have prepared |ying and
corrupt words to speak before nme, till the tine be changed:

therefore tell ne the dream and | shall know that ye can
shew me the interpretation thereof. Chap. 2, Verse 9,



[ DNL] .

The Chal deans answered before the king, and said, There is
not a man upon the earth that can shew the king's matter:
therefore [there is] no king, lord, nor ruler, [that] asked
such things at any magician, or astrol oger, or Chal dean.
Chap. 2, Verse 10, [DNL].

And [it is] arare thing that the king requireth, and
there is none other that can shew it before the king,
except the gods, whose dwelling is not with flesh. Chap.

For this cause the king was angry and very furious, and
commanded to destroy all the wise [nen] of Babylon.

And the decree went forth that the wi se [nen] should be
sl ain; and they sought Daniel and his fellows to be slain.

He answered and said to Arioch the king' s captain, Wy
[is] the decree [so0] hasty fromthe king? Then Arioch made
the thing known to Daniel. Chap. 2, Verse 15, [DNL].

Then Daniel went in, and desired of the king that he woul d
give himtinme, and that he would shew the king the
interpretation. Chap. 2, Verse 16, [DNL].

Then Daniel went to his house, and nmade the thing known to
Hanani ah, M shael, and Azariah, his conpanions: Chap. 2,
Verse 17, [DNL].

That they woul d desire nercies of the God of heaven
concerning this secret; that Daniel and his fell ows shoul d
not perish with the rest of the wise [nen] of Babyl on.

Then was the secret revealed unto Daniel in a night
vi sion. Then Dani el blessed the God of heaven. Chap. 2,
Verse 19, [DNL].

Dani el answered and sai d, Bl essed be the nanme of God for



ever and ever: for wi sdomand mght are his: Chap. 2,
Verse 20, [DNL].

And he changeth the tines and the seasons: he renoveth

ki ngs, and setteth up kings: he giveth wisdomunto the

wi se, and know edge to them that know understandi ng: Chap.
2, Verse 21, [DNL].

He reveal eth the deep and secret things: he knoweth what
[is] in the darkness, and the light dwelleth with him
Chap. 2, Verse 22, [DNL].

| thank thee, and praise thee, O thou God of ny fathers,
who hast given nme w sdom and m ght, and hast nmade known
unto ne now what we desired of thee: for thou hast [now
made known unto us the king's matter. Chap. 2, Verse 23,
[ DNL] .

Therefore Daniel went in unto Arioch, whomthe king had
ordai ned to destroy the wise [nen] of Babylon: he went and
said thus unto him Destroy not the wise [nmen] of Babyl on:
bring me in before the king, and I will shew unto the Kking
the interpretation. Chap. 2, Verse 24, [DNL].

Then Arioch brought in Daniel before the king in haste,
and said thus unto him | have found a man of the captives
of Judah, that will make known unto the king the
interpretation. Chap. 2, Verse 25, [DNL].

The ki ng answered and said to Daniel, whose nane [was]

Bel t eshazzar, Art thou able to make known unto nme the dream
whi ch I have seen, and the interpretation thereof? Chap.

2, Verse 26, [DNL].

Dani el answered in the presence of the king, and said, The
secret which the king hath demanded cannot the w se [nen],
t he astrol ogers, the nagicians, the soothsayers, shew unto
the king; Chap. 2, Verse 27, [DNL].

But there is a God in heaven that revealeth secrets, and
maket h known to the king Nebuchadnezzar what shall be in
the latter days. Thy dream and the visions of thy head
upon thy bed, are these; Chap. 2, Verse 28, [DNL].

As for thee, O king, thy thoughts came [into thy m nd]
upon thy bed, what should cone to pass hereafter: and he
that reveal eth secrets maketh known to thee what shall cone



to pass. Chap. 2, Verse 29, [DNL].

generation: Chap. 4, Verse 34, [DNL].

And all the inhabitants of the earth [are] reputed as
not hi ng: and he doeth according to his wll in the arny of
heaven, and [anpbng] the inhabitants of the earth: and none
can stay his hand, or say unto him What doest thou?

At the sane tinme ny reason returned unto nme; and for the
glory of ny kingdom mine honour and brightness returned
unto ne; and ny counsellors and ny | ords sought unto ne;

Now | Nebuchadnezzar praise and extol and honour the King
of heaven, all whose works [are] truth, and his ways
judgnent: and those that walk in pride he is able to abase.

Bel shazzar the king nmade a great feast to a thousand of
his |l ords, and drank wi ne before the thousand. Chap. 5,
Verse 1, [DNL].

Bel shazzar, whiles he tasted the wi ne, commanded to bring
t he gol den and silver vessels which his father
Nebuchadnezzar had taken out of the tenple which [was] in
Jerusal em that the king, and his princes, his wves, and
hi s concubi nes, mght drink therein. Chap. 5, Verse 2,

[ DNL] .

Then they brought the gol den vessels that were taken out
of the tenple of the house of God which [was] at Jerusal em
and the king, and his princes, his wves, and his
concubi nes, drank in them Chap. 5, Verse 3, [DNL].

They drank wi ne, and praised the gods of gold, and of
silver, of brass, of iron, of wood, and of stone. Chap. 5,
Verse 4, [DNL].

In the sane hour canme forth fingers of a man's hand, and
wrote over against the candl estick upon the plaster of the



wal | of the king's palace: and the king saw the part of the
hand that wote. Chap. 5, Verse 5, [DNL].

In that night was Bel shazzar the king of the Chal deans
slain. Chap. 5, Verse 30, [DNL].

And Darius the Median took the kingdom [being] about
t hreescore and two years old.

Then said these nen, W shall not find any occasion
agai nst this Daniel, except we find [it] against him
concerning the law of his God.

Then answered they and said before the king, That Daniel,
which [is] of the children of the captivity of Judah,
regardeth not thee, O king, nor the decree that thou hast
signed, but maketh his petition three tinmes a day.

Then the king, when he heard [these] words, was sore

di spl eased with hinself, and set [his] heart on Daniel to
deliver him and he | aboured till the going down of the sun
to deliver him Chap. 6, Verse 14, [DNL].

Then these nmen assenbled unto the king, and said unto the
ki ng, Know, O king, that the |aw of the Medes and Persians
[is], That no decree nor statute which the king
est abl i sheth may be changed. Chap. 6, Verse 15, [DNL].

Then the king commanded, and they brought Daniel, and cast
[himM into the den of lions. [Now] the king spake and said
unto Daniel, Thy God whomthou servest continually, he wll
deliver thee.

And a stone was brought, and |aid upon the nouth of the
den; and the king sealed it with his owm signet, and with
the signet of his lords; that the purpose m ght not be
changed concerning Daniel.

Now as he was speaking with ne, | was in a deep sleep on
ny face toward the ground: but he touched ne, and set ne
upright. Chap. 8, Verse 18, [DNL].

And he said, Behold, I will make thee know what shall be
in the last end of the indignation: for at the tine
appointed the end [shall be]. Chap. 8, Verse 19, [DNL].

The ram whi ch thou sawest having [two] horns [are] the
kings of Media and Persia. Chap. 8, Verse 20, [DNL].

And the rough goat [is] the king of Grecia: and the great
horn that [is] between his eyes [is] the first king. Chap.
8, Verse 21, [DNL].

Now t hat bei ng broken, whereas four stood up for it, four
ki ngdons shall stand up out of the nation, but not in his
power. Chap. 8, Verse 22, [DNL].

And in the latter tine of their kingdom when the



transgressors are cone to the full, a king of fierce
count enance, and understandi ng dark sentences, shall stand
up. Chap. 8, Verse 23, [DNL].

And his power shall be mghty, but not by his own power:
and he shall destroy wonderfully, and shall prosper, and
practise, and shall destroy the m ghty and the holy people.
Chap. 8, Verse 24, [DNL].

And through his policy also he shall cause craft to
prosper in his hand; and he shall magnify [hinself] in his
heart, and by peace shall destroy many: he shall al so stand
up against the Prince of princes; but he shall be broken
wi t hout hand. Chap. 8, Verse 25, [DNL].

And the vision of the evening and the norni ng which was
told [is] true: wherefore shut thou up the vision; for it
[shall be] for many days. Chap. 8, Verse 26, [DNL].

And | Daniel fainted, and was sick [certain] days;
afterward | rose up, and did the king's business; and | was
astoni shed at the vision, but none understood [it]. Chap.

In the first year of Darius the son of Ahasuerus, of the
seed of the Medes, which was nmade king over the real m of
t he Chal deans; Chap. 9, Verse 1, [DNL].

In the first year of his reign | Daniel understood by
books the nunber of the years, whereof the word of the LORD
came to Jerem ah the prophet, that he would acconpli sh
seventy years in the desolations of Jerusalem Chap. 9,
Verse 2, [DNL].

And | set nmy face unto the Lord God, to seek by prayer and
supplications, with fasting, and sackcloth, and ashes:
Chap. 9, Verse 3, [DNL].

And | prayed unto the LORD ny God, and nmade ny confessi on,
and said, O Lord, the great and dreadful God, keeping the
covenant and nercy to themthat |love him and to themthat
keep his commandnents; Chap. 9, Verse 4, [DNL].

We have sinned, and have conmtted iniquity, and have done
wi ckedly, and have rebell ed, even by departing fromthy
precepts and fromthy judgnments: Chap. 9, Verse 5, [DNL].



Nei t her have we hearkened unto thy servants the prophets,
whi ch spake in thy name to our Kkings, our princes, and our
fathers, and to all the people of the land. Chap. 9, Verse
6, [DNL].

O Lord, righteousness [belongeth] unto thee, but unto us
confusion of faces, as at this day; to the nen of Judah,
and to the inhabitants of Jerusalem and unto all Israel,
[that are] near, and [that are] far off, through all the
countries whither thou hast driven them because of their
trespass that they have trespassed agai nst thee. Chap. 9,
Verse 7, [DNL].

O Lord, to us [belongeth] confusion of face, to our Kkings,
to our princes, and to our fathers, because we have sinned
agai nst thee. Chap. 9, Verse 8, [DNL].

To the Lord our God [belong] nercies and forgivenesses,
t hough we have rebell ed against him Chap. 9, Verse 9,
[ DNL] .

Nei t her have we obeyed the voice of the LORD our God, to
wal k in his |laws, which he set before us by his servants
the prophets. Chap. 9, Verse 10, [DNL].

Yea, all Israel have transgressed thy |aw, even by
departing, that they m ght not obey thy voice; therefore
the curse is poured upon us, and the oath that [is] witten
in the | aw of Moses the servant of God, because we have
si nned against him Chap. 9, Verse 11, [DNL].

And he hath confirmed his words, which he spake agai nst

us, and agai nst our judges that judged us, by bringing upon
us a great evil: for under the whole heaven hath not been
done as hath been done upon Jerusalem Chap. 9, Verse 12,

[ DNL] .

As [it is] witten in the |law of Mises, all this evil is
cone upon us: yet made we not our prayer before the LORD
our God, that we mght turn fromour iniquities, and
understand thy truth. Chap. 9, Verse 13, [DNL].

Therefore hath the LORD watched upon the evil, and brought
it upon us: for the LORD our God [is] righteous in all his
wor ks whi ch he doeth: for we obeyed not his voice. Chap.

defer not, for thine owmn sake, Ony God: for thy city and
thy people are called by thy nane.

And whiles | [was] speaking, and praying, and confessing
my sin and the sin of ny people Israel, and presenting ny
supplication before the LORD ny God for the holy nountain
of ny God; Chap. 9, Verse 20, [DNL].

Yea, whiles | [was] speaking in prayer, even the nman
Gabriel, whom | had seen in the vision at the beginning,
bei ng caused to fly swiftly, touched ne about the tine of
t he evening oblation. Chap. 9, Verse 21, [DN].

And he inforned [ne], and tal ked with ne, and said, O
Daniel, I amnow cone forth to give thee skill and
under standing. Chap. 9, Verse 22, [DNL].

At the beginning of thy supplications the commandnent cane
forth, and I amcone to shew [thee]; for thou [art] greatly
bel oved: therefore understand the matter, and consider the
vision. Chap. 9, Verse 23, [DNL].



Seventy weeks are determ ned upon thy people and upon thy
holy city, to finish the transgression, and to nake an end
of sins, and to nake reconciliation for iniquity, and to
bring in everlasting righteousness, and to seal up the
vi sion and prophecy, and to anoint the nost Holy.

Know t heref ore and understand, [that] fromthe going forth
of the commandnent to restore and to build Jerusalemunto
t he Messiah the Prince [shall be] seven weeks, and
t hreescore and two weeks: the street shall be built again,
and the wall, even in troublous tines.

And after threescore and two weeks shall Messiah be cut
of f, but not for hinself: and the people of the prince that
shall cone shall destroy the city and the sanctuary; and
the end thereof [shall be] with a flood, and unto the end
of the war desolations are determ ned.

And he shall confirmthe covenant with many for one week:

In those days | Daniel was nourning three full weeks.
Chap. 10, Verse 2, [DNL].

| ate no pleasant bread, neither cane flesh nor wine in ny
mout h, neither did I anoint nyself at all, till three whole
weeks were fulfilled. Chap. 10, Verse 3, [DNL].

And in the four and twentieth day of the first nonth, as I
was by the side of the great river, which [is] Hi ddekel;
Chap. 10, Verse 4, [DNL].

Then | lifted up m ne eyes, and | ooked, and behold a
certain man clothed in |linen, whose |loins [were] girded



with fine gold of Uphaz: Chap. 10, Verse 5, [DNL].

Hi s body also [was] |like the beryl, and his face as the
appearance of lightning, and his eyes as |lanps of fire, and
his arnms and his feet like in colour to polished brass, and
the voice of his words |like the voice of a nultitude.

Chap. 10, Verse 6, [DNL].

And | Dani el alone saw the vision: for the nen that were
with nme saw not the vision; but a great quaking fell upon
them so that they fled to hide thenselves. Chap. 10,
Verse 7, [DNL].

Therefore | was left alone, and saw this great vision, and
there remained no strength in ne: for my coneliness was
turned in me into corruption, and | retained no strength.
Chap. 10, Verse 8, [DNL].

Yet heard | the voice of his words: and when | heard the
voi ce of his words, then was | in a deep sleep on ny face,
and ny face toward the ground. Chap. 10, Verse 9, [DNL].

And, behold, an hand touched ne, which set ne upon ny
knees and [upon] the palnms of ny hands. Chap. 10, Verse
10, [DNL].

And he said unto nme, O Daniel, a man greatly bel oved,
understand the words that | speak unto thee, and stand
upright: for unto thee am | now sent. And when he had
spoken this word unto nme, | stood trenbling. Chap. 10,
Verse 11, [DNL].

Then said he unto ne, Fear not, Daniel: for fromthe first
day that thou didst set thine heart to understand, and to
chasten thyself before thy God, thy words were heard, and |
amcone for thy words. Chap. 10, Verse 12, [DNL].

But the prince of the kingdom of Persia wthstood nme one
and twenty days: but, lo, Mchael, one of the chief
princes, cane to help nme; and |I rermained there with the
ki ngs of Persia. Chap. 10, Verse 13, [DNL].

Now | am conme to nake thee understand what shall befal
thy people in the latter days: for yet the vision [is] for
[ many] days. Chap. 10, Verse 14, [DNL].

And when he had spoken such words unto ne, | set ny face



toward the ground, and | becanme dunb. Chap. 10, Verse 15,
[ DNL] .

And, behold, [one] |ike the simlitude of the sons of nen
touched ny lips: then | opened ny nouth, and spake, and
said unto himthat stood before ne, Ony lord, by the
vision ny sorrows are turned upon ne, and | have retained
no strength. Chap. 10, Verse 16, [DNL].

For how can the servant of this ny lord talk with this ny
| ord? for as for nme, straightway there renmai ned no strength
in nme, neither is there breath left in nme. Chap. 10, Verse
17, [DNL].

Then there cane again and touched ne [one] |ike the
appearance of a man, and he strengthened ne, Chap. 10,
Verse 18, [DNL].

And said, O man greatly bel oved, fear not: peace [be] unto
t hee, be strong, yea, be strong. And when he had spoken
unto me, | was strengthened, and said, Let ny |ord speak;
for thou hast strengthened ne. Chap. 10, Verse 19, [DNL].

Then said he, Knowest thou wherefore |I conme unto thee? and
now will | return to fight with the prince of Persia: and
when | am gone forth, lo, the prince of Gecia shall cone.
Chap. 10, Verse 20, [DNL].

But | will shew thee that which is noted in the scripture
of truth: and [there is] none that holdeth with me in these
t hi ngs, but M chael your prince. Chap. 10, Verse 21,

[ DNL] .

Also | inthe first year of Darius the Mede, [even] I,
stood to confirmand to strengthen him Chap. 11, Verse 1,
[ DNL] .

And now wi Il | shew thee the truth. Behold, there shal
stand up yet three kings in Persia; and the fourth shall be
far richer than [they] all: and by his strength through his
riches he shall stir up all against the real mof Gecia.
Chap. 11, Verse 2, [DNL].

And a mghty king shall stand up, that shall rule with
great dom nion, and do according to his wll. Chap. 11
Verse 3, [DNL].



And when he shall stand up, his kingdom shall be broken,
and shall be divided toward the four w nds of heaven; and
not to his posterity, nor according to his dom nion which
he rul ed: for his kingdom shall be plucked up, even for
ot hers beside those. Chap. 11, Verse 4, [DN].

And the king of the south shall be strong, and [one] of
his princes; and he shall be strong above him and have
dom nion; his domnion [shall be] a great dom nion. Chap.
11, Verse 5, [DNL].

And in the end of years they shall join thenselves
together; for the king's daughter of the south shall cone
to the king of the north to make an agreenent: but she
shall not retain the power of the arm neither shall he
stand, nor his arm but she shall be given up, and they
t hat brought her, and he that begat her, and he that
strengthened her in [these] tines. Chap. 11, Verse 6,

And the king of the south shall be noved with chol er, and
shall cone forth and fight with him [even] with the king
of the north: and he shall set forth a great nultitude; but
the nultitude shall be given into his hand.

After this shall he turn his face unto the isles, and
shall take many: but a prince for his own behal f shal

cause the reproach offered by himto cease; w thout his own
reproach he shall cause [it] to turn upon him Chap. 11,
Verse 18, [DNL].

Then he shall turn his face toward the fort of his own
| and: but he shall stunmble and fall, and not be found.
Chap. 11, Verse 19, [DNL].

Then shall stand up in his estate a raiser of taxes [in]
the glory of the kingdom but within few days he shall be
destroyed, neither in anger, nor in battle. Chap. 11,
Verse 20, [DNL].

And in his estate shall stand up a vile person, to whom



they shall not give the honour of the kingdom but he shal
cone in peaceably, and obtain the kingdomby flatteries.
Chap. 11, Verse 21, [DNL].

And with the arns of a flood shall they be overflown from
before him and shall be broken; yea, also the prince of
t he covenant. Chap. 11, Verse 22, [DNL].

And after the |eague [nmade] with himhe shall work
deceitfully: for he shall cone up, and shall beconme strong
with a small people. Chap. 11, Verse 23, [DNL].

He shall enter peaceably even upon the fattest places of
the province; and he shall do [that] which his fathers have
not done, nor his fathers' fathers; he shall scatter anobng
themthe prey, and spoil, and riches: [yea], and he shal
forecast his devices against the strong holds, even for a
time.

And he shall stir up his power and his courage agai nst the
king of the south with a great arny; and the king of the
south shall be stirred up to battle with a very great and
m ghty army; but he shall not stand: for they shal
forecast devices against him Chap.

Now when they shall fall, they shall be holpen with a
little help: but many shall cleave to themwth flatteries.
Chap. 11, Verse 34, [DNL].

And [sone] of them of understanding shall fall, to try
them and to purge, and to make [then] white, [even] to the
time of the end: because [it is] yet for a tine appointed.
Chap. 11, Verse 35, [DNL].

And the king shall do according to his will; and he shal
exalt hinself, and magnify hinself above every god, and
shal | speak marvel |l ous things against the God of gods, and
shall prosper till the indignation be acconplished: for
that that is determ ned shall be done. Chap. 11, Verse 36,
[ DNL] .

Nei t her shall he regard the God of his fathers, nor the
desire of wonen, nor regard any god: for he shall magnify
hi nsel f above all. Chap. 11, Verse 37, [DNL].

But in his estate shall he honour the God of forces: and a
god whom his fathers knew not shall he honour with gold,
and silver, and wth precious stones, and pleasant things.
Chap. 11, Verse 38, [DNL].

Thus shall he do in the nost strong holds with a strange
god, whom he shall acknow edge [and] increase with glory:
and he shall cause themto rule over many, and shall divide
the land for gain. Chap. 11, Verse 39, [DNL].



And at the tine of the end shall the king of the south
push at him and the king of the north shall cone agai nst
himlike a whirlwnd, with chariots, and with horsenen, and
wi th many ships; and he shall enter into the countries, and
shall overfl ow and pass over. Chap. 11, Verse 40, [DNL].

He shall enter also into the glorious |and, and many
[countries] shall be overthrown: but these shall escape out
of his hand, [even] Edom and Mdab, and the chief of the
children of Amon.

and the | and of Egypt shall not escape. Chap. 11, Verse
42, [DNL].

But he shall have power over the treasures of gold and of
silver, and over all the precious things of Egypt: and the
Li byans and the Ethiopians [shall be] at his steps. Chap.
11, Verse 43, [DNL].

But tidings out of the east and out of the north shal
trouble him therefore he shall go forth with great fury to
destroy, and utterly to nake away many. Chap. 11, Verse
44, [DNL].

And he shall plant the tabernacles of his pal ace between
the seas in the glorious holy nountain; yet he shall cone
to his end, and none shall help him Chap. 11, Verse 45,
[ DNL] .

And at that time shall M chael stand up, the great prince
whi ch standeth for the children of thy people: and there
shall be a tinme of trouble, such as never was since there
was a nation [even] to that sane tinme: and at that tine thy
peopl e shall be delivered, every one that shall be found
witten in the book.

Then | Dani el | ooked, and, behold, there stood ot her two,
the one on this side of the bank of the river, and the

ot her on that side of the bank of the river. Chap. 12,
Verse 5, [DNL].

And [one] said to the man clothed in Iinen, which [was]
upon the waters of the river, How long [shall it be to] the
end of these wonders? Chap. 12, Verse 6, [DNL].

And | heard the man clothed in linen, which [was] upon the
waters of the river, when he held up his right hand and his
| eft hand unto heaven, and sware by himthat |iveth for
ever that [it shall be] for a time, tines, and an hal f; and
when he shall have acconplished to scatter the power of the
holy people, all these [things] shall be finished. Chap.
