Now in the first year of Cyrus king of Persia, that the
word of the LORD by the nouth of Jeremi ah m ght be
fulfilled, the LORD stirred up the spirit of Cyrus king of
Persia, that he made a proclamation throughout all his
ki ngdom and [put it] also in witing, saying, Chap. 1,
Verse 1, [EZR].

Thus saith Cyrus king of Persia, The LORD God of heaven
hath given ne all the kingdons of the earth; and he hath
charged ne to build himan house at Jerusalem which [is]
in Judah. Chap. 1, Verse 2, [EZR].

Wio [is there] anmong you of all his people? his God be
with him and let himgo up to Jerusalem which [is] in
Judah, and build the house of the LORD God of Israel, (he
[is] the God,) which [is] in Jerusalem Chap. 1, Verse 3,
[ EZR] .

And whosoever remaineth in any place where he sojourneth,
et the nmen of his place help himwith silver, and with
gold, and with goods, and with beasts, beside the freewl|
offering for the house of God that [is] in Jerusal em
Chap. 1, Verse 4, [EZR].

Then rose up the chief of the fathers of Judah and
Benjam n, and the priests, and the Levites, with all [then]
whose spirit God had raised, to go up to build the house of
the LORD which [is] in Jerusalem Chap. 1, Verse 5 [EZR].

And all they that [were] about them strengthened their
hands with vessels of silver, with gold, wth goods, and
W th beasts, and with precious things, beside all [that]
was willingly offered. Chap. 1, Verse 6, [EZR].

Al so Cyrus the king brought forth the vessels of the house
of the LORD, which Nebuchadnezzar had brought forth out of
Jerusal em and had put themin the house of his gods;

Then stood up Jeshua the son of Jozadak, and his brethren
the priests, and Zerubbabel the son of Shealtiel, and his
brethren, and builded the altar of the God of Israel, to
offer burnt offerings thereon, as [it is] witten in the
| aw of Moses the man of God. Chap. 3, Verse 2, [EZR].

And they set the altar upon his bases; for fear [was] upon
t hem because of the people of those countries: and they
of fered burnt offerings thereon unto the LORD, [even] burnt
of ferings norning and evening. Chap. 3, Verse 3, [EZR

They kept al so the feast of tabernacles, as [it i5S]
witten, and [offered] the daily burnt offerings by nunber,
according to the custom as the duty of every day required;
Chap. 3, Verse 4, [EZR].

And afterward [offered] the continual burnt offering, both
of the new noons, and of all the set feasts of the LORD
that were consecrated, and of every one that willingly
offered a freewill offering unto the LORD. Chap. 3, Verse

Fromthe first day of the seventh nonth began they to



of fer burnt offerings unto the LORD. But the foundation of
the tenple of the LORD was not [yet] laid. Chap. 3, Verse

Now i n the second year of their comng unto the house of
God at Jerusalem in the second nonth, began Zerubbabel the
son of Shealtiel, and Jeshua the son of Jozadak, and the
remmant of their brethren the priests and the Levites, and
all they that were come out of the captivity unto
Jerusal em and appointed the Levites, fromtwenty years old
and upward, to set forward the work of the house of the
LORD.

So that the people could not discern the noise of the
shout of joy fromthe noise of the weeping of the people:
for the people shouted with a |oud shout, and the noise was

Then they cane to Zerubbabel, and to the chief of the
fathers, and said unto them Let us build with you: for we
seek your God, as ye [do]; and we do sacrifice unto him
since the days of Esar-haddon king of Assur, which brought
us up hither.

But Zerubbabel, and Jeshua, and the rest of the chief of
the fathers of Israel, said unto them Ye have nothing to
do with us to build an house unto our God; but we ourselves
together will build unto the LORD God of Israel, as king
Cyrus the king of Persia hath commanded us.

Then the people of the | and weakened the hands of the
peopl e of Judah, and troubled themin building, Chap.

And in the days of Artaxerxes wote Bishlam M thredath,
Tabeel , and the rest of their conpanions, unto Artaxerxes
king of Persia; and the witing of the letter [was] witten
in the Syrian tongue, and interpreted in the Syrian tongue.

Rehum t he chancel |l or and Shinshai the scribe wote a
| etter against Jerusalemto Artaxerxes the king in this
sort: Chap. 4, Verse 8, [EZR].

Then [wote] Rehumthe chancellor, and Shinshai the
scribe, and the rest of their conpanions; the Dinaites, the
Aphar sat hchites, the Tarpelites, the Apharsites, the
Archevi tes, the Babyl oni ans, the Susanchites, the



Dehavites, [and] the Elamites, Chap. 4, Verse 9, [EZR].

And the rest of the nations whomthe great and noble
Asnapper brought over, and set in the cities of Sanari a,
and the rest [that are] on this side the river, and at such
atime. Chap. 4, Verse 10, [EZR].

This [is] the copy of the letter that they sent unto him
[even] unto Artaxerxes the king; Thy servants the nen on
this side the river, and at such a tinme. Chap. 4, Verse
11, [EZR].

Be it known unto the king, that the Jews which canme up
fromthee to us are cone unto Jerusalem building the
rebellious and the bad city, and have set up the walls
[thereof], and joined the foundations. Chap. 4, Verse 12,
[ EZR] .

Be it known now unto the king, that, if this city be
buil ded, and the walls set up [again, then] will they not
pay toll, tribute, and custom and [so] thou shalt endanage
t he revenue of the kings. Chap. 4, Verse 13, [EZR]

Now because we have mai ntenance from|[the king' s] pal ace,
and it was not neet for us to see the king' s dishonour,
t herefore have we sent and certified the king; Chap. 4,
Verse 14, [EZR].

That search may be made in the book of the records of thy
fathers: so shalt thou find in the book of the records, and
know that this city [is] a rebellious city, and hurtful
unto kings and provinces, and that they have noved sedition
within the sane of old tinme: for which cause was this city
destroyed.

W certify the king that, if this city be builded [again],
and the walls thereof set up, by this neans thou shalt have
no portion on this side the river. Chap. 4, Verse 16,

conpani ons that dwell in Samaria, and [unto] the rest
beyond the river, Peace, and at such a tinme.

The letter which ye sent unto us hath been plainly read



before ne. Chap. 4, Verse 18, [EZR]

And | commanded, and search hath been made, and it is
found that this city of old tine hath nade insurrection
agai nst kings, and [that] rebellion and sedition have been
made therein. Chap. 4, Verse 19, [EZR].

There have been m ghty kings al so over Jerusal em which
have rul ed over all [countries] beyond the river; and toll,
tribute, and custom was paid unto them Chap. 4, Verse
20, [EZR].

G ve ye now commandnment to cause these nen to cease, and
that this city be not builded, until [another] commandnent
shall be given fromme. Chap. 4, Verse 21, [EZR].

Take heed now that ye fail not to do this: why should
damage grow to the hurt of the kings? Chap. 4, Verse 22,
[ EZR] .

Now when the copy of king Artaxerxes' l|letter [was] read
bef ore Rehum and Shinshai the scribe, and their
compani ons, they went up in haste to Jerusalemunto the
Jews, and nmade themto cease by force and power. Chap. 4,
Verse 23, [EZR].

Then ceased the work of the house of God which [is] at
Jerusalem So it ceased unto the second year of the reign
of Darius king of Persia. Chap. 4, Verse 24, [EZR].

Then the prophets, Haggai the prophet, and Zechariah the
son of Ilddo, prophesied unto the Jews that [were] in Judah
and Jerusalemin the name of the God of Israel, [even] unto
them Chap. 5, Verse 1, [EZR].

Then rose up Zerubbabel the son of Shealtiel, and Jeshua
t he son of Jozadak, and began to build the house of God
which [is] at Jerusalem and with them[were] the prophets
of God hel ping them Chap. 5, Verse 2, [EZR].

At the sanme tinme cane to them Tatnai, governor on this
side the river, and Shethar-boznai, and their conpani ons,
and said thus unto them Who hath conmanded you to build
this house, and to nmake up this wall? Chap. 5, Verse 3,
[ EZR] .

Then said we unto them after this nmanner, What are the



nanmes of the nmen that make this building? Chap. 5, Verse
4, [EZR].

But the eye of their God was upon the elders of the Jews,
that they could not cause themto cease, till the matter
came to Darius: and then they returned answer by letter
concerning this [matter]. Chap. 5, Verse 5, [EZR].

The copy of the letter that Tatnai, governor on this side
the river, and Shethar-boznai, and his conpani ons the
Apharsachites, which [were] on this side the river, sent
unto Darius the king: Chap.

Be it known unto the king, that we went into the province
of Judea, to the house of the great God, which is buil ded
with great stones, and tinber is laid in the walls, and
this work goeth fast on, and prospereth in their hands.
Chap. 5, Verse 8, [EZR].

Then asked we those elders, [and] said unto themthus, Who
commanded you to build this house, and to nmake up these
wal | s? Chap. 5, Verse 9, [EZR].

W asked their nanes also, to certify thee, that we nm ght
wite the nanes of the nen that [were] the chief of them
Chap. 5, Verse 10, [EZR].

And thus they returned us answer, saying, W are the
servants of the God of heaven and earth, and build the
house that was buil ded these nmany years ago, which a great
king of Israel builded and set up. Chap. 5, Verse 11
[ EZR] .

But after that our fathers had provoked the God of heaven
unto wath, he gave theminto the hand of Nebuchadnezzar
t he king of Babyl on, the Chal dean, who destroyed this
house, and carried the people away into Babylon. Chap. 5,
Verse 12, [EZR].

But in the first year of Cyrus the king of Babylon [the
sane] king Cyrus made a decree to build this house of God.

In the first year of Cyrus the king [the sane] Cyrus the
king nade a decree [concerning] the house of CGod at
Jerusal em Let the house be builded, the place where they
of fered sacrifices, and |l et the foundations thereof be
strongly laid; the height thereof threescore cubits, [and]
the breadth thereof threescore cubits; Chap. 6, Verse 3,
[ EZR] .

[Wth] three rows of great stones, and a row of new
tinmber: and let the expenses be given out of the king's
house: Chap. 6, Verse 4, [EZR.

And al so let the golden and silver vessels of the house of
God, which Nebuchadnezzar took forth out of the tenple
which [is] at Jerusal em and brought unto Babyl on, be
restored, and brought again unto the tenple which [is] at



Jerusalem [every one] to his place, and place [them in
t he house of God. Chap. 6, Verse 5, [EZR].

Now [therefore], Tatnai, governor beyond the river,
Shet har-boznai, and your conpani ons the Apharsachites,
which [are] beyond the river, be ye far fromthence: Chap.
6, Verse 6, [EZR].

Let the work of this house of God al one; |et the governor
of the Jews and the elders of the Jews build this house of
God in his place. Chap. 6, Verse 7, [EZR].

Moreover | nmake a decree what ye shall do to the el ders of
these Jews for the building of this house of God: that of
the king's goods, [even] of the tribute beyond the river,
forthwith expenses be given unto these nmen, that they be
not hindered. Chap. 6, Verse 8, [EZR].

And t hat which they have need of, both young bull ocks, and
rams, and | anbs, for the burnt offerings of the God of

heaven, wheat, salt, wine, and oil, according to the

appoi ntnment of the priests which [are] at Jerusalem let it
be given them day by day without fail: Chap. 6, Verse 9,

[ EZR] .

That they may offer sacrifices of sweet savours unto the
God of heaven, and pray for the life of the king, and of
his sons.
