And ye have respect to himthat weareth the gay cl ot hing,
and say unto him Sit thou here in a good place; and say to
t he poor, Stand thou there, or sit here under ny footstool:

Are ye not then partial in yourselves, and are becone
j udges of evil thoughts? Chap. 2, Verse 4, [JAM.

If any man offend not in
word, the same [is] a perfect man, [and] able also to
bridle the whole body. Chap. 3, Verse 2, [JAM.

Behol d, we put bits in the horses' nouths, that they nmay
obey us; and we turn about their whole body. Chap. 3,
Verse 3, [JAM.

Behol d al so the ships, which though [they be] so great,
and [are] driven of fierce winds, yet are they turned about
with a very small hel m whithersoever the governor listeth.
Chap. 3, Verse 4, [JAM.

Even so the tongue is a little nenber, and boasteth great
t hi ngs. Behold, how great a matter a little fire kindleth!

Can the fig tree, ny brethren, bear olive berries? either
a vine, figs? so [can] no fountain both yield salt water
and fresh.

Wio [is] a wise nan and endued with know edge anobng you?
| et him shew out of a good conversation his works with
meekness of wi sdom Chap. 3, Verse 13, [JAM.

But if ye have bitter envying and strife in your hearts,
glory not, and lie not against the truth. Chap. 3, Verse
14, [JAM.

Thi s wi sdom descendet h not from above, but [is] earthly,
sensual , devilish. Chap. 3, Verse 15, [JAM.

For where envying and strife [is], there [is] confusion
and every evil work. Chap. 3, Verse 16, [JAM.

But the wisdomthat is fromabove is first pure, then
peaceabl e, gentle, [and] easy to be intreated, full of
nmercy and good fruits, without partiality, and w thout
hypocrisy. Chap. 3, Verse 17, [JAM.

And the fruit of righteousness is sown in peace of them
t hat nake peace. Chap. 3, Verse 18, [JAM.

From whence [cone] wars and fightings anong you? [cone
t hey] not hence, [even] of your lusts that war in your
menbers?

Ye lust, and have not: ye kill, and desire to have, and
cannot obtain: ye fight and war, yet ye have not, because
ye ask not.

and the cries of them which have reaped are entered into
the ears of the Lord of sabaoth.

ye have nourished your hearts, as in a day of slaughter.
Chap. 5, Verse 5, [JAM.

Be patient therefore, brethren, unto the com ng of the
Lord. Behold, the husbandnman waiteth for the precious fruit
of the earth, and hath | ong patience for it, until he
receive the early and latter rain.
