The waters conpassed nme about, [even] to the soul: the



depth cl osed ne round about, the weeds were wrapped about
my head.

| went down to the bottons of the nmountains; the earth
with her bars [was] about ne for ever: yet hast thou
brought up ny life fromcorruption, O LORD ny God.
