Every place that the sole of your foot shall tread upon
that have | given unto you, as | said unto Mdses. Chap. 1,
Verse 3, [JOS].

Fromthe w | derness and this Lebanon even unto the great
river, the river Euphrates, all the land of the Hittites,
and unto the great sea toward the going down of the sun
shal | be your coast. Chap. 1, Verse 4, [JOS].

There shall not any man be able to stand before thee al
the days of thy life: as | was wth Mses, [so] | will be
with thee: I will not fail thee, nor forsake thee. Chap.
1, Verse 5, [JOS].

Be strong and of a good courage: for unto this people
shalt thou divide for an inheritance the |and, which
sware unto their fathers to give them Chap. 1, Verse 6,
[JOS] .

Only be thou strong and very courageous, that thou nmayest
observe to do according to all the law, which Mses ny
servant conmmanded thee: turn not fromit [to] the right
hand or [to] the left, that thou nmayest prosper
whi t her soever thou goest.

Remenber the word which Mdses the servant of the LORD
commanded you, saying, The LORD your God hath given you
rest, and hath given you this land. Chap. 1, Verse 13,
[JOS] .

Your wives, your little ones, and your cattle, shal
remain in the | and which Mbses gave you on this side
Jordan; but ye shall pass before your brethren arned, al
the mghty nmen of valour, and help them Chap. 1, Verse
14, [JOS].

Until the LORD have given your brethren rest, as [he hath

And they answered Joshua, saying, Al that thou conmandest
us we will do, and whithersoever thou sendest us, we wll
go.

According as we hearkened unto Mbses in all things, so
wi |l we hearken unto thee: only the LORD thy God be with
thee, as he was with Mdses. Chap. 1, Verse 17, [JOS].

Whosoever [he be] that doth rebel against thy commandnent,
and will not hearken unto thy words in all that thou
commandest him he shall be put to death: only be strong
and of a good courage.

And Joshua the son of Nun sent out of Shittimtwo nen to
spy secretly, saying, Go view the |and, even Jericho. And
they went, and canme into an harlot's house, naned Rahab



and | odged there. Chap. 2, Verse 1, [J(OS].

And it was told the king of Jericho, saying, Behold, there
came nmen in hither to night of the children of Israel to
search out the country. Chap. 2, Verse 2, [J(OS].

And the king of Jericho sent unto Rahab, saying, Bring
forth the nen that are cone to thee, which are entered into
t hi ne house: for they be conme to search out all the
country. Chap. 2, Verse 3, [JOS].

And the worman took the two nen, and hid them and said
t hus, There canme nen unto ne, but | w st not whence they
[were]: Chap. 2, Verse 4, [JOS].

And it cane to pass [about the tinme] of shutting of the
gate, when it was dark, that the nen went out: whither the
men went | wot not: pursue after them quickly; for ye shal
overtake them Chap. 2, Verse 5, [JOS].

But she had brought themup to the roof of the house, and
hid themwith the stalks of flax, which she had laid in
order upon the roof. Chap. 2, Verse 6, [JOS].

And the nmen pursued after themthe way to Jordan unto the
fords: and as soon as they which pursued after them were
gone out, they shut the gate. Chap. 2, Verse 7, [JOS].

And before they were |laid down, she came up unto them upon
the roof; Chap. 2, Verse 8, [JOS].

And she said unto the nen, | know that the LORD hath given
you the land, and that your terror is fallen upon us, and
that all the inhabitants of the |and faint because of you.

For we have heard how the LORD dried up the water of the
Red sea for you, when ye cane out of Egypt; and what ye did
unto the two kings of the Anorites, that [were] on the
ot her side Jordan, Sihon and Oy, whomye utterly destroyed.

Behol d, [when] we cone into the land, thou shalt bind this
line of scarlet thread in the w ndow which thou didst |et
us down by: and thou shalt bring thy father, and thy
not her, and thy brethren, and all thy father's househol d,
home unto thee. Chap. 2, Verse 18, [JOS].

And it shall be, [that] whosoever shall go out of the
doors of thy house into the street, his blood [shall be]
upon his head, and we [will be] guiltless: and whosoever
shall be with thee in the house, his blood [shall be] on
our head, if [any] hand be upon him Chap. 2, Verse 19,
[JOS].

And if thou utter this our business, then we wll be quit
of thine oath which thou hast made us to swear. Chap. 2,
Verse 20, [JOS].

And she said, According unto your words, so [be] it. And



she sent them away, and they departed: and she bound the
scarlet line in the window Chap.

And they went, and came unto the nmountain, and abode there

And Joshua rose early in the norning; and they renoved
fromShittim and cane to Jordan, he and all the children
of Israel, and | odged there before they passed over. Chap.
3, Verse 1, [JOS].

And it cane to pass after three days, that the officers
went through the host; Chap. 3, Verse 2, [JOS].

And t hey conmanded the peopl e, saying, Wen ye see the ark
of the covenant of the LORD your God, and the priests the
Levites bearing it, then ye shall renove fromyour place,
and go after it. Chap. 3, Verse 3, [JOS].

Yet there shall be a space between you and it, about two
t housand cubits by neasure: cone not near unto it, that ye
may know t he way by which ye nust go: for ye have not
passed [this] way heretofore. Chap. 3, Verse 4, [J(OS].

And Joshua said unto the people, Sanctify yourselves: for
tonmorrow the LORD will do wonders anong you. Chap. 3,
Verse 5, [JOS].

And Joshua spake unto the priests, saying, Take up the ark
of the covenant, and pass over before the people. And they
took up the ark of the covenant, and went before the
people. Chap. 3, Verse 6, [JOS].

And the LORD said unto Joshua, This day will | begin to
magni fy thee in the sight of all Israel, that they may know



that, as | was with Mdses, [so] | will be with thee. Chap.
3, Verse 7, [JOS].

And thou shalt command the priests that bear the ark of
the covenant, saying, Wen ye are cone to the brink of the
wat er of Jordan, ye shall stand still in Jordan. Chap. 3,
Verse 8, [JOS].

And Joshua said unto the children of Israel, Cone hither
and hear the words of the LORD your God. Chap. 3, Verse 9,
[JOS] .

And Joshua said, Hereby ye shall know that the |iving God
[is] anong you, and [that] he will without fail drive out
from before you the Canaanites, and the Hittites, and the
Hivites, and the Perizzites, and the Grgashites, and the
Anorites, and the Jebusites. Chap. 3, Verse 10, [JOS].

Behol d, the ark of the covenant of the LORD of all the
earth passeth over before you into Jordan. Chap. 3, Verse
11, [JOS].

Now t herefore take you twelve nmen out of the tribes of
| srael, out of every tribe a man. Chap. 3, Verse 12,
[JOS].

And it shall cone to pass, as soon as the soles of the
feet of the priests that bear the ark of the LORD, the Lord
of all the earth, shall rest in the waters of Jordan
[that] the waters of Jordan shall be cut off [from the
wat ers that come down from above; and they shall stand upon
an heap. Chap. 3, Verse 13, [JOY].

And it cane to pass, when the people renoved fromtheir
tents, to pass over Jordan, and the priests bearing the ark
of the covenant before the people; Chap. 3, Verse 14,
[JOS] .

And as they that bare the ark were cone unto Jordan, and
the feet of the priests that bare the ark were dipped in
the brimof the water, (for Jordan overfloweth all his
banks all the tine of harvest,) Chap. 3, Verse 15, [JOS].

That the waters which cane down from above stood [and]
rose up upon an heap very far fromthe city Adam that [is]
besi de Zaretan: and those that canme down toward the sea of
the plain, [even] the salt sea, failed, [and] were cut off:



and the peopl e passed over right against Jericho. Chap. 3,
Verse 16, [JOS].

And the priests that bare the ark of the covenant of the
LORD stood firmon dry ground in the mdst of Jordan, and
all the Israelites passed over on dry ground, until all the
peopl e were passed clean over Jordan. Chap. 3, Verse 17,
[JOS].

And it canme to pass, when all the people were clean passed
over Jordan, that the LORD spake unto Joshua, saying,
Chap. 4, Verse 1, [JCOS].

Take you twel ve nmen out of the people, out of every tribe
a man, Chap. 4, Verse 2, [JOS].

And command ye them saying, Take you hence out of the
m dst of Jordan, out of the place where the priests' feet
stood firm twelve stones, and ye shall carry them over
with you, and |l eave themin the |odging place, where ye
shall | odge this night. Chap. 4, Verse 3, [JOS].

Then Joshua call ed the twel ve nmen, whom he had prepared of
the children of Israel, out of every tribe a man: Chap. 4,
Verse 4, [JOS].

And Joshua said unto them Pass over before the ark of the
LORD your God into the mdst of Jordan, and take you up
every man of you a stone upon his shoul der, according unto
t he nunber of the tribes of the children of Israel: Chap.
4, Verse 5, [JCOS].

That this may be a sign anong you, [that] when your
children ask [their fathers] in tine to come, saying, Wat
[ mrean] ye by these stones? Chap. 4, Verse 6, [JOS].

Then ye shall answer them That the waters of Jordan were
cut off before the ark of the covenant of the LORD, when it
passed over Jordan, the waters of Jordan were cut off: and
t hese stones shall be for a nmenorial unto the children of
| srael for ever. Chap. 4, Verse 7, [JOS].

And the children of Israel did so as Joshua commanded, and
took up twel ve stones out of the mdst of Jordan, as the
LORD spake unto Joshua, according to the nunber of the
tribes of the children of Israel, and carried them over
with themunto the place where they | odged, and laid them



down there. Chap. 4, Verse 8, [J(OS].

And Joshua set up twelve stones in the mdst of Jordan, in
the place where the feet of the priests which bare the ark
of the covenant stood: and they are there unto this day.
Chap. 4, Verse 9, [JOS].

For the priests which bare the ark stood in the m dst of
Jordan, until every thing was finished that the LORD
commanded Joshua to speak unto the people, according to al
t hat Mbses conmmanded Joshua: and the peopl e hasted and
passed over. Chap. 4, Verse 10, [JCOS].

And it canme to pass, when all the people were clean passed
over, that the ark of the LORD passed over, and the
priests, in the presence of the people. Chap. 4, Verse 11,
[JOS] .

And the children of Reuben, and the children of Gad, and
half the tribe of Manasseh, passed over arned before the
children of Israel, as Moses spake unto them Chap. 4,
Verse 12, [JOS].

About forty thousand prepared for war passed over before
the LORD unto battle, to the plains of Jericho. Chap. 4,
Verse 13, [JOS].

On that day the LORD magnified Joshua in the sight of al
| srael; and they feared him as they feared Mses, all the
days of his life. Chap. 4, Verse 14, [J(OS].

And the LORD spake unto Joshua, saying, Chap. 4, Verse
15, [JCOS].

Command the priests that bear the ark of the testinony,
that they conme up out of Jordan. Chap. 4, Verse 16, [JOS].

Joshua therefore commanded the priests, saying, Cone ye up
out of Jordan. Chap. 4, Verse 17, [JQOS].

And it canme to pass, when the priests that bare the ark of
t he covenant of the LORD were come up out of the mdst of
Jordan, [and] the soles of the priests' feet were |lifted up
unto the dry land, that the waters of Jordan returned unto
their place, and flowed over all his banks, as [they did]
before. Chap. 4, Verse 18, [J(OS].



And t he people came up out of Jordan on the tenth [day] of
the first nmonth, and encanped in Glgal, in the east border
of Jericho. Chap. 4, Verse 19, [JOS].

And those twel ve stones, which they took out of Jordan,
did Joshua pitch in Glgal. Chap. 4, Verse 20, [JOS].

And he spake unto the children of Israel, saying, Wen
your children shall ask their fathers in time to cone,
sayi ng, Wat [nean] these stones? Chap. 4, Verse 21
[JOS].

Then ye shall let your children know, saying, |srael cane
over this Jordan on dry |land. Chap. 4, Verse 22, [JOS].

For the LORD your God dried up the waters of Jordan from
before you, until ye were passed over, as the LORD your God
did to the Red sea, which he dried up frombefore us, until
we were gone over: Chap. 4, Verse 23, [JCOS].

That all the people of the earth m ght know the hand of
the LORD, that it [is] mghty: that ye m ght fear the LORD
your God for ever. Chap. 4, Verse 24, [J(OS].

And it cane to pass, when all the kings of the Anorites,
which [were] on the side of Jordan westward, and all the

ki ngs of the Canaanites, which [were] by the sea, heard
that the LORD had dried up the waters of Jordan from before
the children of Israel, until we were passed over, that
their heart nelted, neither was there spirit in them any
nore, because of the children of Israel. Chap. 5, Verse 1
[JOS] .

At that time the LORD said unto Joshua, Make thee sharp
kni ves, and circuntise again the children of Israel the
second tinme. Chap. 5, Verse 2, [JOS].

And Joshua nade hi m sharp knives, and circuntised the
children of Israel at the hill of the foreskins. Chap. 5,
Verse 3, [JOS].

And this [is] the cause why Joshua did circuntise: Al the
peopl e that cane out of Egypt, [that were] males, [even]

all the nen of war, died in the wlderness by the way,

after they cane out of Egypt. Chap. 5, Verse 4, [JCOS].

Now al |l the people that cane out were circuntised: but al



the people [that were] born in the wilderness by the way as
they canme forth out of Egypt, [then] they had not
circunctised. Chap. 5, Verse 5, [JOS].

For the children of Israel wal ked forty years in the
wi | derness, till all the people [that were] nen of war,
whi ch came out of Egypt, were consuned, because they obeyed
not the voice of the LORD: unto whomthe LORD sware that he
woul d not shew themthe | and, which the LORD sware unto
their fathers that he would give us, a land that floweth
with mlk and honey. Chap. 5, Verse 6, [JOS].

And their children, [whom he raised up in their stead,

t hem Joshua circunti sed: for they were uncircunti sed,
because they had not circuntised them by the way. Chap. 5,
Verse 7, [JCOS].

And it cane to pass, when they had done circuntising al
t he people, that they abode in their places in the canp,
till they were whole. Chap. 5, Verse 8, [JOS].

And the LORD said unto Joshua, This day have | rolled away
the reproach of Egypt fromoff you. Werefore the nanme of
the place is called Glgal unto this day. Chap. 5, Verse
9, [JOS].

And the children of Israel encanped in Glgal, and kept
t he passover on the fourteenth day of the nonth at even in
the plains of Jericho. Chap. 5, Verse 10, [JOS].

And they did eat of the old corn of the Iand on the norrow
after the passover, unleavened cakes, and parched [corn] in
t he sel fsane day. Chap. 5, Verse 11, [JOS].

And the manna ceased on the norrow after they had eaten of
the old corn of the |and; neither had the children of
| srael manna any nore; but they did eat of the fruit of the
| and of Canaan that year. Chap. 5, Verse 12, [JOS].

And it cane to pass, when Joshua was by Jericho, that he
lifted up his eyes and | ooked, and, behold, there stood a
man over against himwth his sword drawn in his hand: and
Joshua went unto him and said unto him [Art] thou for us,
or for our adversaries? Chap. 5, Verse 13, [JOS].

And he said, Nay; but [as] captain of the host of the LORD
am| now conme. And Joshua fell on his face to the earth,



and did worship, and said unto him What saith ny lord unto
his servant? Chap. 5, Verse 14, [JOS].

And the captain of the LORD S host said unto Joshua, Loose
thy shoe fromoff thy foot; for the place whereon thou
standest [is] holy. And Joshua did so. Chap. 5, Verse 15,
[JOS].

Now Jericho was straitly shut up because of the children
of Israel: none went out, and none canme in. Chap. 6, Verse
1, [JOS].

And the LORD said unto Joshua, See, | have given into
t hi ne hand Jericho, and the king thereof, [and] the m ghty
men of valour. Chap. 6, Verse 2, [JOS].

And ye shall conpass the city, all [ye] nen of war, [and]
go round about the city once. Thus shalt thou do six days.
Chap. 6, Verse 3, [JOS].

And seven priests shall bear before the ark seven trunpets
of ranms' horns: and the seventh day ye shall conpass the
city seven tinmes, and the priests shall blow with the
trunpets. Chap. 6, Verse 4, [JOS].

And it shall conme to pass, that when they make a | ong
[blast] with the rams horn, [and] when ye hear the sound
of the trunpet, all the people shall shout with a great
shout; and the wall of the city shall fall down flat, and
t he people shall ascend up every man strai ght before him
Chap. 6, Verse 5, [J(OS].

And Joshua the son of Nun called the priests, and said
unto them Take up the ark of the covenant, and | et seven
priests bear seven trunpets of rans' horns before the ark
of the LORD. Chap. 6, Verse 6, [JOS].

And he said unto the people, Pass on, and conpass the
city, and let himthat is arned pass on before the ark of
the LORD. Chap. 6, Verse 7, [JOS].

And it canme to pass, when Joshua had spoken unto the
peopl e, that the seven priests bearing the seven trunpets
of rams' horns passed on before the LORD, and blew with the
trunpets: and the ark of the covenant of the LORD foll owed
them Chap. 6, Verse 8, [J(OS].



And the armed men went before the priests that blew with
the trunpets, and the rereward cane after the ark, [the
priests] going on, and blowing with the trunpets. Chap. 6,
Verse 9, [JQOS].

And Joshua had conmanded the peopl e, saying, Ye shall not
shout, nor make any noise with your voice, neither shal

[ any] word proceed out of your nmouth, until the day | bid
you shout; then shall ye shout. Chap. 6, Verse 10, [JOS].

So the ark of the LORD conpassed the city, going about
[it] once: and they canme into the canp, and | odged in the
canp. Chap. 6, Verse 11, [JOS].

And Joshua rose early in the norning, and the priests took
up the ark of the LORD. Chap. 6, Verse 12, [J(OS].

And seven priests bearing seven trunpets of ranms' horns
before the ark of the LORD went on continually, and bl ew
wth the trunpets: and the arnmed nen went before them but
the rereward cane after the ark of the LORD, [the priests]
going on, and blowing with the trunpets. Chap. 6, Verse
13, [JOS].

And the second day they conpassed the city once, and
returned into the canp: so they did six days. Chap. 6,
Verse 14, [JCOS].

And it cane to pass on the seventh day, that they rose
early about the dawning of the day, and conpassed the city
after the sane manner seven tines: only on that day they
conpassed the city seven tinmes. Chap. 6, Verse 15, [JOS].

And it canme to pass at the seventh tine, when the priests
blew with the trunpets, Joshua said unto the people, Shout;
for the LORD hath given you the city. Chap. 6, Verse 16,
[JOS] .

And the city shall be accursed, [even] it, and all that
[are] therein, to the LORD: only Rahab the harlot shal

live, she and all that [are] with her in the house, because
she hid the nessengers that we sent. Chap. 6, Verse 17,
[JOS].

And ye, in any wi se keep [yourselves] fromthe accursed
thing, |lest ye nake [yoursel ves] accursed, when ye take of
the accursed thing, and nmake the canp of Israel a curse,



and trouble it. Chap. 6, Verse 18, [J(OS].

But all the silver, and gold, and vessels of brass and
iron, [are] consecrated unto the LORD: they shall come into
the treasury of the LORD. Chap. 6, Verse 19, [JCOS].

So the people shouted when [the priests] blew with the
trunpets: and it canme to pass, when the people heard the
sound of the trunpet, and the people shouted with a great
shout, that the wall fell down flat, so that the people
went up into the city, every man strai ght before him and
they took the city. Chap. 6, Verse 20, [JOS].

And they utterly destroyed all that [was] in the city,
both man and woman, young and ol d, and ox, and sheep, and
ass, with the edge of the sword. Chap. 6, Verse 21, [JOS].

But Joshua had said unto the two nen that had spied out
the country, Go into the harlot's house, and bring out
thence the woman, and all that she hath, as ye sware unto
her. Chap. 6, Verse 22, [JOS].

And the young nmen that were spies went in, and brought out
Rahab, and her father, and her nother, and her brethren,
and all that she had; and they brought out all her Kkindred,
and left themw thout the canp of Israel. Chap. 6, Verse
23, [JOS].

And they burnt the city with fire, and all that [was]
therein: only the silver, and the gold, and the vessels of
brass and of iron, they put into the treasury of the house
of the LORD. Chap. 6, Verse 24, [JOS].

And Joshua saved Rahab the harlot alive, and her father's
househol d, and all that she had; and she dwelleth in Israel
[even] unto this day; because she hid the nessengers, which
Joshua sent to spy out Jericho. Chap. 6, Verse 25, [JOS].

And Joshua adjured [then] at that tine, saying, Cursed

[ be] the man before the LORD, that riseth up and buil deth
this city Jericho: he shall lay the foundation thereof in
his firstborn, and in his youngest [son] shall he set up
the gates of it. Chap. 6, Verse 26, [JOS].

So the LORD was with Joshua; and his fanme was [ noised]
t hroughout all the country. Chap. 6, Verse 27, [JOS].



But the children of Israel committed a trespass in the
accursed thing: for Achan, the son of Carm, the son of
Zabdi, the son of Zerah, of the tribe of Judah, took of the
accursed thing: and the anger of the LORD was ki ndl ed
agai nst the children of Israel. Chap. 7, Verse 1, [JCOS].

And Joshua sent nmen fromJericho to Ai, which [is] beside
Bet h-aven, on the east side of Beth-el, and spake unto
them saying, Go up and view the country.

And there was not a man left in Al or Beth-el, that went
not out after Israel: and they left the city open, and
pursued after Israel.

hand. And Joshua stretched out the spear that [he had] in
his hand toward the city.

of the LORD had commanded before, that they should bl ess
t he people of Israel.

And afterward he read all the words of the law, the
bl essi ngs and cursings, according to all that is witten in
t he book of the law.

according to all that he had done to Egl on; but destroyed
it utterly, and all the souls that [were] therein. Chap.

And Joshua returned, and all Israel with him to Debir;
and fought against it: Chap. 10, Verse 38, [JOS].

And he took it, and the king thereof, and all the cities
thereof; and they snote themw th the edge of the sword,
and utterly destroyed all the souls that [were] therein; he
| eft none remaining: as he had done to Hebron, so he did to
Debir, and to the king thereof; as he had done also to
Li bnah, and to her king.
